For there are three that bear record in heaven, the Father, the Word, and the Holy Ghost: and these three are one.  8  And there are three that bear witness in earth, the spirit, and the water, and the blood: and these three agree in one.  (KJV)

But I have greater witness than that of John: for the works which the Father hath given me to finish, the same works that I do, bear witness of me, that the Father hath sent me. 37
And the Father himself, which hath sent me, hath borne witness of me. Ye have neither heard his voice at any time, nor seen his shape. (KJV)

<opentext> since the Word is always constant, and without contradiction, we have to hear what the Word is then saying to us. In verse 8 of 1 John 5, it is telling us how verses 7 & 8 are in agreement, since Father sent the Son in the likeness of sinful flesh in the body of Jesus of Nazareth… During His time Here, Jesus of Nazareth always heard and obeyed the Spirit of Christ within Him (Rom 8:9)...and did so even including the death....the perfect sacrifice for sin… so the water, the fleshly birth....living in agreement with Father through the Spirit of Christ, obeyed Father unto the death...which brought about restoration in the Spirit, in agreement with Father's predetermined plan of salvation, and thus fulfilling the Word.

<opentext> John 5:37 37 And the Father himself, which hath sent me, hath borne witness of me. Ye have neither heard his voice at any time, nor seen his shape. (KJV)

<opentext> Here, it is referring to Father....for as of this time we know that the Spirit was not yet given to men, and in John 3, we can recall that Jesus Christ said that one must be born again to "see" or enter the kingdom of God. So as of this time, man was not yet able to see into the spiritual realm, as it was yet intended… And also, these people were also operating in the flesh...and we know that those that are in the flesh, cannot please God…  Now...as we seek God, the eyes of our understanding are further enlightened, and as we seek Father more and more each day, the more clearly we are able to see.

<diligently> is there a way for us to know  when we are in our flesh…there are some things that we have learned to know as soon as we hear from Father when we are entering there…but there are some things we do not know it until we are in the middle of the mess of our flesh...how can we know before it happens?

<opentext> being swift to hear, and slow to speak....or in other words, slow to respond or take action.....one should not move in or on anything, until they have the peace of God which passes all understanding in their heart. All too often, we hear a part of what Father is saying, and respond or react before we have heard Father all the way through. Therefore we only receive partial instructions, and then wonder why we failed…  we often time forget, that Jesus of Nazareth spent about 30 years listening to Father before going about the task set before Him. We, on the other hand, get impatient, if we do not have the full answer in 30 seconds…  learning to be patient, and doing things in Father's time, not ours.
