Definition for standard: That which is established by sovereign power as a rule or measure by which others are to be adjusted. (Webster’s 1828 dictionary)
2 Corinthians 5:16-17 So from this moment on, I do not estimate anybody by the standard of outward appearances. Although I once did estimate Christ by this standard, I do not do so any longer. 17. For if anybody is in union with Christ, he is the work of a new creation; the old condition has passed away, a new condition has come. (Williams New Testament)

As a new creation in Christ, one now becomes subject to a new standard, a new measure by which they will be judged.

Man tries to make his own adjustments to the old standards (religions), rather than coming under the guidance of the new standards delivered to us by and through Christ Jesus.

The only way that one can be pleasing to Father, is by living in accordance with these new standards, and that can only be by one operating in the newness of the Spirit, and not the old standards of the letter of the law.
