<opentext> To investigate, is to obtain all of the facts, and eliminate all of the myths, fabrications and lies. Yet, how often are the myths, fabrications and lies accepted as fact?

<disciple> if we don't do the Bereans check-up, very often

<h-d> any time we leave in a little leaven...it blows it all out of proportion

<m-m> to often

<diligently> when we listen to man and his fables

<opentext> A good example of this, we can see how the world has three wise men at the manger, in spite of the fact, of how clearly the scripture passage reads in that area. So often what we have heard from others, causes us to read the Word as to what we have heard from others, rather then that which God clearly states.

<opentext> Jesus Christ said that He is the way, the truth, and the life, and that no man can come to the Father, but by Him. Yet, how many different ways other then Him, do people try to get to God through?

<opentext> If they do not know who Jesus Christ is, how can they know the Father? Could this be why so many do not want to call Him their Father?

<opentext> Weymouth's New Testament

John 14:7 If you - all of you - knew me, you would fully know my Father also. From this time forward you know Him and have seen Him."

<opentext> Many people spend all of their time studying miracles, signs and wonders, and neglect getting to know who their Redeemer and mediator is.

<opentext> No man is able to come to the Father, but by Him. Just as with a safety deposit box, unless you have the proper keys, one is not able to gain access, to that which is available to them.

<opentext> 1 Cor 2:9But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him.

10But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. (KJV)

<opentext> As we have been sharing about the last few weeks, how it is so essential that a person learns to operate in Father's realm, that is in the realm of the Spirit; as only those that are operating in the Spirit (His Word is Spirit and it is life), are able to fellowship with the Father.

<opentext> Now, just as when one is mining, there are many ores that will look like the real thing, but in reality they are worthless. So unless one knows the real thing, they may be filling their bags or pouches with nothing more then a cheap imitation.

<opentext> So unless one knows the real thing in Christianity, can't they be just as easily swayed or duped?

<disciple> yep

<at-peace> yes...my people perish for lack of knowledge

<opentext> So then. only Father knows that which is of value to us and for us; yet, how often does one seek men to appraise only that which God is able to do?

<diligently> The world does that all the time.

<disciple> many do in buildings across the country

<h-d> we need that no man teach us

<opentext> It is the Spirit of truth that is given to us to lead us and guide us into all truth. However, if one is operating in and by the flesh, will they want to follow God's Spirit, or some man?

<m-m> blind leading blind

<chosen> man

<disciple> they will only listen to man

<diligently> man

<h-d> some man they see as god

<m-m> like a herd of buffalo stampeding toward cliff.. no real leader

<opentext> We are to be transformed or changed by the renewing of our mind, so that we will recognize, know and then follow the perfect and complete will of the Father.

<opentext> And a transformer brings about the change from one side to the other, without any contact visible between the two sides.

<opentext> If we try to observe the will and Word of God with the physical eye, we will make every wrong turn. It is only as one learns to live and operate in Father's realm, that they will be able to hear and accept Father's counsel for their life.

<opentext> Jesus Christ said that we are to learn of Him; that is, we are to learn and follow the path of the Spirit that He followed and maintained within His life, to remain always pleasing to the Father.

<opentext> Now the religious will be as Nicodemus, and say how can these things be. To those who know the truth, they will follow Him. It is the truth of God's Word that will set you free, and maintain that liberty that is only available by, through and in Christ Jesus. Today, will you hear the truth, or hear-say evidence?
