Bible Study Thursday 27 February 2003

<greg> I thank you Father for this day, a day that you have made, let rejoice and be glad in it, ask we ask for your bread of life which allows us to worship you in spirit, and in truth, that sets us free from the bondage of our lower nature, through Jesus Christ our Lord



<greg> 1 Cor 1:30-31 30 But of him are ye in Christ Jesus, who of God is made unto us wisdom, and righteousness, and sanctification, and redemption: 31 That, according as it is written, He that glorieth, let him glory in the Lord. (KJV)

<greg> as we begin here, take notice that in verse 30, it all begins with wisdom

<greg> it takes an understanding, seeing in the spiritual realm, to put these other things into motion

<greg> and basically that is what Paul is saying here, Christ has made available this wisdom, which allows us to be in right standing with the Father, which sanctifies, cleanses sets us apart for the work of the Lord, which allows us to be redeemed from the curse of the old law

<greg> and though we have this wisdom made available to us, is it something we always take advantage of and walk in?

<disciple> no

<diligently> no, not at all times

<chosen> no

<greg> or maybe we second guess what we are hearing at times, thinking this is not according to the norm, according to what i think

<greg> 1 Cor 13:9-10 9 For we know in part, and we prophesy in part. 10 But when that which is perfect is come, then that which is in part shall be done away. (KJV)

<greg> Jesus Christ is the perfect gift, sent to us from the Father, to set the example of a perfect(mature) walk in the spirit is, and what the end result would be to those that choose to follow the same steps

<greg> when that is perfect is come, when i have allowed the eyes of my understanding to be opened, to see beyond the physical, carnal mind, then a part of me is done away

<greg> 1 Cor 13:11 11 When I was a child, I spake as a child, I understood as a child, I thought as a child: but when I became a man, I put away childish things.(KJV)

<greg> in my younger days even as a Christian, and sometimes still happens if i dont stay on guard, i lean to my own understanding, i start thinking like the old man again, and then revert back to my childish ways if left undetected

<greg> and even to the point of reacting in the flesh, speaking things into existence that i know are not of God, but at the time being in the flesh not that concerned

<greg> 2 Cor 5:16-17 16 Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more. 17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. (KJV)

<greg> now we know Paul penned these verses, and we all know of Pauls past, but those were not the only things that had to be passed away

<greg> do you think that Paul could have penned the epistles, heard and understood the revelation of the mystery, if he would have continued to operate according to his wisdom?

<faithful> no

<disciple> not at all

<diligently> no, not at all

<at-peace> no, the veil of the flesh had to have been done away

<at-peace> with

<chosen> no

<greg> it took a total change of heart, a 360 turnabout if you would, in order for him to be confident enough to trust in that voice he was hearing, to know that it was of God, then actually step out and walk in it

<greg> and do you think if he knew ahead to time what Father was asking of him, he would have continued on that path?

<diligently> it is hard to say on that one, His spirit would want to

<disciple> it might have been a tad difficult

<greg> so what we need to see here, is not so much just forgetting the past alone, the things in the flesh we are ashamed of, but now it is a matter of forgetting old things, ways we think things should be done and accomplished, how we think our prayers should be answered and when, as well as how we study and hear the voice of God, so that we too can operate in the wisdom of God

<greg> has anyone besides me prayed for something, then basically told God how that prayer had to be answered, or sat down to study and dictated to Father what we needed to study?

<at-peace> yes

<disciple> oh yeh...i have at times

<chosen> yes

<diligently> yes

<greg> and yet have we not just limited God on the answer, after all last time i looked it said He is able to do exceeding and abundantly above all that i ask or think, of course that is if i let Him

<disciple> yes, He can only answer as we listen and be obedient

<greg> 2 Cor 3:14-16 14 But their minds were blinded: for until this day remaineth the same vail untaken away in the reading of the old testament; which vail is done away in Christ. 15 But even unto this day, when Moses is read, the vail is upon their heart. 16 Nevertheless when it shall turn to the Lord, the vail shall be taken away. (KJV)

<greg> when that which is in part is done away, if any man be in Christ, then He is a new creation, these old things, our thoughts and wisdom is done away, and then all things become new

<greg> the part that hinders, the veil of the flesh, which clouds the vision, without which one will perish, has to be taken out of the way, then one is able to see and hear the message delivered by Christ

<greg> its a perfect(mature) love and understanding of what Father has accomplished on our behalf, and the wisdom of God that is made available to all that will hear, that casts out all fear

<greg> Phil 3:13-15 13 Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before, 14 I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. 15 Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in any thing ye be otherwise minded, God shall reveal even this unto you. (KJV)

<greg> our beloved brother Paul, stopped everything he was doing, ceased from his own wisdom, and allowed the potter to make him into a vessel, fit and ready for the masters use, forgetting his old ways and ideas of what he thought of God and heard from others, and allowed a new work to be done within, being confident that God would perform what He said

<greg> 1 Cor 2:6-7 6 Howbeit we speak wisdom among them that are perfect: yet not the wisdom of this world, nor of the princes of this world, that come to nought: 7 But we speak the wisdom of God in a mystery, even the hidden wisdom, which God ordained before the world unto our glory: (KJV)

<greg> we speak of this wisdom, with those that have entered the realm of God, seeing beyond the veil of the flesh, a wisdom that is readily available to all that are willing and obedient

<greg> will you walk in this today, not limiting the holy one of Israel, allowing God to be true and anything else a lie?
