Galatians 6:10 So then whenever we have an opportunity, let us practice doing good to everybody, but especially to the members of the family of faith. (William's New Testament)
A new standard of life and living is required when one enters Father’s family. Jesus Christ set the ultimate example, in that He was the servant to all by always doing those things which pleased Father.

Definition for standard: That which is established by sovereign power as a rule or measure by which others are to be adjusted. (Webster’s 1828 dictionary)
