<ready2> heavenly Father, i give you thanks and praise for another day that we can gather together this day, i thank you for your word of grace which is able to build us up this day, and give us your peace, through your Son Jesus Christ our Lord 

<ready2> Luke 12:32 32 Fear not, little flock; for it is your Father's good pleasure to give you the kingdom. (KJV) 

<ready2> continuing on the verse here, now that we have learned, and are learning to be a receiver, i want to discuss the area of being a distributor or His word this day 

<ready2> 1 Pet 4:10-11 10 As every man hath received the gift, even so minister the same one to another, as good stewards of the manifold grace of God. 11 If any man speak, let him speak as the oracles of God; if any man minister, let him do it as of the ability which God giveth: that God in all things may be glorified through Jesus Christ, to whom be praise and dominion for ever and ever. Amen. (KJV) 

<ready2> our goal and purpose, is not only to build ourselves up daily, but being ready to give an answer to every man that would ask us of the hope within us, and that definitely does include those within the body 

<ready2> Eph 4:3 3 Endeavouring to keep the unity of the Spirit in the bond of peace. (KJV) 

<ready2> the bond of peace, one of the definitions of bond, is a joint, or ligament, similar to our physical bodies, and that is what holds it together, keeping the unity, not allowing any part of it to become lame 

<ready2> 1 Cor 1:10 10 Now I beseech you, brethren, by the name of our Lord Jesus Christ, that ye all speak the same thing, and that there be no divisions among you; but that ye be perfectly joined together in the same mind and in the same judgment. (KJV) 

<ready2> by speaking the truth in love, not allowing any root of bitterness to spring up within us, we will keep our vision clear, not letting it become clouded with strifes or divisions, so that we all can speak the same thing, keeping this unity intact 

<ready2> Ps 133:1 1 Behold, how good and how pleasant it is for brethren to dwell together in unity! (KJV) 

<ready2> what we need to keep in mind with the old testament prophets and writers, as well as the new, their job was to point the people to the truth, and reflect the heart of God, giving them what was necessary to keep that unity 
<ready2> and we see here, how it does give the Father good pleasure, to see His people walking in truth, and keeping that unity intact and solid 
<ready2> after all, if we dont learn to dwell in that unity here, and walk in his love, why would we want to spend an eternity with people that we dont get along with 
<ready2> the point is, the love of God is greater than the lies of the devil, and as we will see here, it only takes one word, or thought to start a fire 

<ready2> Luke 9:46-48 46 Then there arose a reasoning among them, which of them should be greatest. 47 And Jesus, perceiving the thought of their heart, took a child, and set him by him, 48 And said unto them, Whosoever shall receive this child in my name receiveth me: and whosoever shall receive me receiveth him that sent me: for he that is least among you all, the same shall be great. (KJV) 

<ready2> as we can see here, the Lord himself faced these divisions also, and was able to discern and rightly divide the Word of truth, to hear what was necessary to keep the peace 
<ready2> and all it took was a reasoning, a thought, and imagination spoke into existence, and the fire started 

<ready2> Rom 12:13 13 Distributing to the necessity of saints; given to hospitality. (KJV) 

<ready2> and this is the importance, of not only hearing the Word and keeping ourselves built up, but hearing the word of correction and how to present and distribute it in order to bring about the restoration 
<ready2> in order to keep that unity within the body, so that every joint within it stays strong 

<ready2> Eph 4:15-16 15 But speaking the truth in love, may grow up into him in all things, which is the head, even Christ: 16 From whom the whole body fitly joined together and compacted by that which every joint supplieth, according to the effectual working in the measure of every part, maketh increase of the body unto the edifying of itself in love. (KJV) 

<ready2> the more we can learn to speak the truth in love, the more we will see the effectual working within the body of every part, edifying itself and not tearing it down with backbiting and divisions 

<ready2> James 3:6 6 And the tongue is a fire, a world of iniquity: so is the tongue among our members, that it defileth the whole body, and setteth on fire the course of nature; and it is set on fire of hell. (KJV) 

<ready2> and how quickly a fire can start, not only within ourselves, but within the body if left unchecked and smoldering 
<ready2> and one thing that does grieve the Holy Spirit, is when we let corrupt communication come forth from our mouths, remember it is not what goes in that defiles, its what we let out of our mouths that defiles and can start a fire 
<ready2> how quickly a little leaven can spread within the whole lump, and corrupt it 

<ready2> Rom 14:19 19 Let us therefore follow after the things which make for peace, and things wherewith one may edify another. (KJV) 

<ready2> as many as are led by the Spirit, they are the sons of God, and keeping the peace within us as well as the body of Christ, will give God good pleasure to see the unity 
<ready2> let us not focus on faults or shortcomings within the body, after all we all have area's, and will until we are taken out of this temple, that we can work on 

<ready2> Heb 5:14 14 But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil. (KJV) 

<ready2> what we see here is paul’s discernment also, paul not only learned to hear and receive the Word, but he learned how to distribute it as well, what to say, how much, and what they were able to bear for where they were at in their walk 

<ready2> 1 Cor 3:1-3 1 And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes in Christ. 2 I have fed you with milk, and not with meat: for hitherto ye were not able to bear it, neither yet now are ye able. 3 For ye are yet carnal: for whereas there is among you envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye not carnal, and walk as men? (KJV) 

<ready2> and as we see here, paul could see that they were not able to bear strong meat, so he had to present the Word where they were at in their walk 
<ready2> and a true sign of one walking in the flesh, is when they allow strifes and divisions in, not learning to rightly divide the word of truth, letting the emotions rather than the spirit to rule 
<ready2> and we too, not only with in the body, but those that are outside, or those that may ask you a reason of the hope that is within you, learning to hear the answer that will minister to them, where they are at in their walk, not where you are 
<ready2> and sometimes that answer may just be silent, especially if they are trying to bait into arguments 

<ready2> 2 Tim 2:23-24 23 But foolish and unlearned questions avoid, knowing that they do gender strifes. 24 And the servant of the Lord must not strive; but be gentle unto all men, apt to teach, patient, (KJV) 

<ready2> gentle unto all, and especially within the body, ready to give the answer, and patient toward all 

<ready2> 2 Tim 2:25-26 25 In meekness instructing those that oppose themselves; if God peradventure will give them repentance to the acknowledging of the truth; 26 And that they may recover themselves out of the snare of the devil, who are taken captive by him at his will. (KJV) 

<ready2> our job is to point to the truth, to be ready to give Fathers answer, to properly distribute it, and then leave it in Fathers hands 
<ready2> if they take the Word to heart, we know what it is able to accomplish, but once we have done our job, dont take it personal as far as their reaction, we are not the saviours, we are just there to help show them the truth 

<ready2> Phil 2:2-3 2 Fulfil ye my joy, that ye be likeminded, having the same love, being of one accord, of one mind. 3 Let nothing be done through strife or vainglory; but in lowliness of mind let each esteem other better than themselves. (KJV) 

<ready2> the joy of the Lord is our strength, it gives our Father good pleasure to give us of his kingdom, to see his people receive it, and then to see the unity within the body maintained and strengthened 

<ready2> Heb 13:11 Let brotherly love continue. (KJV) 

<ready2> so for today, let this love continue, being rooted and grounded and established in the truth, keeping the body intact and solid this day

<ready2> John 17:20-21 20 Neither pray I for these alone, but for them also which shall believe on me through their word; 21 That they all may be one; as thou, Father, art in me, and I in thee, that they also may be one in us: that the world may believe that thou hast sent me. (KJV) 

<ready2> Prov 15:1-2 1 A soft answer turneth away wrath: but grievous words stir up anger. 2 The tongue of the wise useth knowledge aright: but the mouth of fools poureth out foolishness. (KJV) 

<ready2> and here again we can see the importance of how we present the truth
