<opentext> John 4:34, Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his work. (KJV)

<opentext> if Jesus Christ knew the will of God, and God did not show it to us, then God becomes a respecter of persons, and we know that is not so.

<opentext> John 5:30-31, I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father which hath sent me. If I bear witness of myself, my witness is not true. (KJV)

<mizpah> Even though Jesus had the Spirit of Christ in Him, He couldn't do anything of His own?

<opentext> He did it all at the request of the Father...the unity and the harmony of the Godhead.

<opentext> Acts 10:38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him. (KJV)

<opentext> Jesus Christ life here on this earth, for every moment, was to do the will of Father, which was to deliver us from our sins so that we might have fellowship again with Father, and deliver us from the evil of this present world....this is the will of God!  Everything that Jesus Christ did, was in obedience to the Father.

<opentext> John 6:38-39, For I came down from heaven, not to do mine own will, but the will of him that sent me. And this is the Father's will which hath sent me, that of all which he hath given me I should lose nothing, but should raise it up again at the last day. And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and believeth on him, may have everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day. (KJV)

<opentext> John 7:17-18, If any man will do his will, he shall know of the doctrine, whether it be of God, or whether I speak of myself. He that speaketh of himself seeketh his own glory: but he that seeketh his glory that sent him, the same is true, and no unrighteousness is in him. (KJV)

<opentext> II Jn 1:7-9 For many deceivers are entered into the world, who confess not that Jesus Christ is come in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an antichrist. Look to yourselves, that we lose not those things which we have wrought, but that we receive a full reward.

Whosoever transgresseth, and abideth not in the doctrine of Christ, hath not God. He that abideth in the doctrine of Christ, he hath both the Father and the Son. (KJV)

<opentext> John 9:31, Now we know that God heareth not sinners: but if any man be a worshipper of God, and doeth his will, him he heareth. (KJV)

<opentext> Acts 22:12-15, And one Ananias, a devout man according to the law, having a good report of all the Jews which dwelt there, Came unto me, and stood, and said unto me, Brother Saul, receive thy sight. And the same hour I looked up upon him. And he said, The God of our fathers hath chosen thee, that thou shouldest know his will, and see that Just One, and shouldest hear the voice of his mouth. For thou shalt be his witness unto all men of what thou hast seen and heard.

If Father would make known His will to Paul, then He has to make it known to anyone that knows His Son Jesus Christ, and seeks to please Father as His Son did.  The will of God for each and every believer….to deliver us from our sins, by having His Son Jesus Christ pay the price for both the physical and spiritual aspects for us, that we can again have fellowship with Him. 

<opentext> John 16:7-11, Nevertheless I tell you the truth; It is expedient for you that I go away: for if I go not away, the Comforter will not come unto you; but if I depart, I will send him unto you. And when he is come, he will reprove the world of sin, and of righteousness, and of judgment. Of sin, because they believe not on me; Of righteousness, because I go to my Father, and ye see me no more; Of judgment, because the prince of this world is judged. (KJV)

<opentext> Matt 20:28, Even as the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many. (KJV)

<opentext> As Jesus Christ came to minister, then as we learn and know the will of God, then we too should seek to minister to others, rather then waiting for others to minister to us. For unless we give of what we have, how can Father add more??

<opentext> We also have to remember, that for there to be a testament...that there had to be the death of someone for there to be a will.

<opentext> Mark 10:45, For even the Son of man came not to be ministered unto, but to minister, and to give his life a ransom for many. (KJV)

<opentext> Jesus of Nazareth, being led by the Spirit of Christ, set the example that we should follow.

<opentext> John 10:11, I am the good shepherd: the good shepherd giveth his life for the sheep. (KJV)

<opentext> John 10:17-18, Therefore doth my Father love me, because I lay down my life, that I might take it again. No man taketh it from me, but I lay it down of myself. I have power to lay it down, and I have power to take it again. This commandment have I received of my Father. (KJV)

<opentext> Rom 4:25, Who was delivered for our offences, and was raised again for our justification. (KJV)

I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain. (KJV)

<opentext> It is quite amazing....as we slow down and walk through His Word....how plainly we can see the will of God spelled out, and how we are able to see how Jesus Christ gave His life freely for our sins, that those who believe might have eternal life through Him.  Exactly miz....if we were yet under the Mosaic Law, then Christ indeed die in vain, and we would be required to live under, and fulfill all of the law. This is why it is called the New Testament, because it did away with the Old Testament, for those that choose to live under the grace of the New.  The next 3 days we will be looking at How Jesus Christ paid the price for our sins (for anyone that believes and acts upon the Word of God), and how through Christ Jesus the Father provides all that we have need of, so that we do not have to be subject to the prince of this world...the devil.

<opentext> Eph 5:2, And walk in love, as Christ also hath loved us, and hath given himself for us an offering and a sacrifice to God for a sweetsmelling savour. (KJV)

<opentext> We have to walk in the same love that Christ had for us....and this is not the same love that the world has.......this is the love that would cause us to lay down our life for the Word of God if necessary.

<opentext> 1 Tim 2:6, Who gave himself a ransom for all, to be testified in due time. (KJV)

<opentext> He paid the price for all, yet few choose to accept the ransom that was paid in their behalf.  As we accept the ransom paid in our behalf, we then are able to testify when asked, of what God has done for us.

<NowFaithIs> We are a purchased possession.

<opentext> Yes michie, we were bought with the price of the life of the Son of God.

<opentext> Yes michie.

<NowFaithIs> If we don't accept the ransom payment on our behalf, in full....aren't we in a sense saying that we are preferring to stay with the "kidnapper"...the prince of this world?

<opentext> If we do not accept the fullness of what Father has made available to us, we are as Paul describes as a carnal or milk Christian, and we know that one cannot live on the milk for a prolonged period of time...thus we are at risk of being brought into captivity.

<opentext> Titus 2:14-15, Who gave himself for us, that he might redeem us from all iniquity, and purify unto himself a peculiar people, zealous of good works. These things speak, and exhort, and rebuke with all authority. Let no man despise thee. (KJV)

<opentext> He might redeem us from all iniquity, not some. Let no man despise thee. and that even includes our own selves...as many times we despise the very work that Father wants to do in and through us.

<opentext> Heb 9:14-17, How much more shall the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without spot to God, purge your conscience from dead works to serve the living God? And for this cause he is the mediator of the new testament, that by means of death, for the redemption of the transgressions that were under the first testament,  They which are called might receive the promise of eternal inheritance. For where a testament is, there must also of necessity be the death of the testator. For a testament is of force after men are dead: otherwise it is of no strength at all while the testator liveth. (KJV)

<opentext> mediator is the same as a lawyer, and we need to present enough evidence to Jesus Christ, that He can present it to the Father, that He might convict us of being one of His.

<opentext> Heb 10:9-10, Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He taketh away the first, that he may establish the second. By the which will we are sanctified through the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for all. (KJV)

<opentext> One sacrifice, to pay the price for all time......it is up to us, the individual, as to whether we will accept all of our inheritance.

<opentext> 1 Pet 3:18, For Christ also hath once suffered for sins, the just for the unjust, that he might bring us to God, being put to death in the flesh, but quickened by the Spirit: (KJV)

<opentext> I Jn 2:2-5, And he is the propitiation for our sins: and not for ours only, but also for the sins of the whole world. And hereby we do know that we know him, if we keep his commandments. He that saith, I know him, and keepeth not his commandments, is a liar, and the truth is not in him. But whoso keepeth his word, in him verily is the love of God perfected: hereby know we that we are in him. (KJV)

<opentext> We are saved by grace through faith...and we walk by faith, not by sight. The righteousness of Christ, takes the born again experience...to be able to see or enter the kingdom of God. They that worship the Father, MUST worship Him in spirit and in truth. His kingdom is not of this world, and it takes spiritual eyes to see that....it cannot be beheld by the physical.  To expose those of righteousness... reprove of righteousness.
