<opentext> Rom 4:15-17, Because the law worketh wrath: for where no law is, there is no transgression. Therefore it is of faith, that it might be by grace; to the end the promise might be sure to all the seed; not to that only which is of the law, but to that also which is of the faith of Abraham; who is the father of us all, (As it is written, I have made thee a father of many nations,) before him whom he believed, even God, who quickeneth the dead, an

<opentext> The law works wrath...and how many of us really want to inherit the wrath of God?

<opentext> If we do the smallest part of the law, then we are under ALL of the law...and under compulsion to do it all.

<stowe^> That is just so hard to comprehend at times.

<mizpah> You have to wonder why they would continue once they saw the freedom of grace.

<opentext> Rom 8:7-8, Because the carnal mind is enmity against God: for it is not subject to the law of God, neither indeed can be. So then they that are in the flesh cannot please God. (KJV)

<opentext> Because until they understand the mystery, they do not understand that we are no longer under the law. We have to remember that the law of God...is the law of faith.

<nfi> Or that is what they are in fact operating in?

<opentext> Anyone that does not understand the mystery, is indeed operating under the law....

<mizpah> oh, you mean like Messianic Jews, michie?

<opentext> Because they are doing commandments and ordinances that could never be the sacrifice that is necessary to remove the curse of the law from us.

<nfi> anyone

<opentext> It makes no difference whether they are Messianic Jews...Lutheran’s, Catholic’s Baptist or what have you....any part of the law, puts one in bondage to do all of the law...no exceptions.

<opentext> Gal 2:16, Knowing that a man is not justified by the works of the law, but by the faith of Jesus Christ, even we have believed in Jesus Christ, that we might be justified by the faith of Christ, and not by the works of the law: for by the works of the law shall no flesh be justified. (KJV)

<opentext> Gal 3:10 For it is written, Cursed is every one that continueth not in all things which are written in the book of the law to do them. (KJV)

<opentext> How many do you think would be in such a hurry to do the parts of the law that they do, if they really understood what this verse says?

<opentext> Deut 11:26-28, Behold, I set before you this day a blessing and a curse; A blessing, if ye obey the commandments of the LORD your God, which I command you this day: And a curse, if ye will not obey the commandments of the LORD your God, but turn aside out of the way which I command you this day, to go after other gods, which ye have not known. (KJV)

<opentext> How many really comprehend what happens to anything when it is cursed by God??

<opentext> Deut 27:26, Cursed be he that confirmeth not all the words of this law to do them. And all the people shall say, Amen. (KJV)

<opentext> So as we are seeing, the Lord is quite clear, that if we live under what part of the law, we are subject to it all....and that under the law....if you break but one part of it, then you are cursed.

<stowe^> By your words you are justified and by your words you are condemned ... they said Amen.

<opentext> Yes cheryl...if your words confirm that you are under the law, Father has to go by what you say. If our words say that we are under grace by faith, then we are on His

side.

<opentext> Jer 11:3-4, And say thou unto them, Thus saith the LORD God of Israel; Cursed be the man that obeyeth not the words of this covenant, Which I commanded your fathers in the day that I brought them forth out of the land of Egypt, from the iron furnace, saying, Obey my voice, and do them, according to all which I command you: so shall ye be my people, and I will be your God: (KJV)

<opentext> Do you think ignorance will work as an excuse before God?

Therefore by the deeds of the law there shall no flesh be justified in his sight: for by the law is the knowledge of sin. But now the righteousness of God without the law is manifested, (KJV)

<opentext> 2 Cor 2:17 For we are not as many, which corrupt the word of God: but as of sincerity, but as of God, in the sight of God speak we in Christ.

(KJV)

<opentext> Operating by faith....we of sincerity, in the sight of God, speak in and through Christ....

<helpmate> And that can only come by*hearing*

<opentext> That is because the law came by Moses, grace and truth came by Jesus Christ. His Word is truth....His words, they are Spirit and they are life.

<opentext> Gal 3:12 And the law is not of faith: but, The man that doeth them shall live in them. (KJV)

<opentext> So then if we live under the law, we have removed our

removed ourselves from grace....And if there is no grace.....

<nfi> No salvation. For ye are saved by grace through faith and not of yourselves.

<opentext> Gal 3:13 Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law (KJV)

<opentext> Since it was a spiritual transgression, it took a spiritual sacrifice to redeem us....Christ the Son of God

<opentext> Gal 3:13 Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree: (KJV)

<opentext> Anytime we try to go back under the law....we tell Father, that Jesus Christ did not do a good enough job, to redeem us from the curse of the law, and that we can do better ourselves. How many of us would like to make that profession before Father?

justified by faith without the deeds of the law. (KJV)

<opentext> Note that it says blessing...Christ is the blessing of Father, and through Christ we then receive all spiritual blessings.

<opentext> Therefore we conclude that a man is justified by faith without the deeds of the law. We are saved, rescued, delivered, by grace through faith.....that we believe the promise of God.

<opentext> Gal 3:15 Brethren, I speak after the manner of men; Though it be but a man's covenant, yet if it be confirmed, no man disannulleth, or addeth thereto. (KJV)

<opentext> The gift of God, eternal life, to all those that will believe and act upon His promise. Today...we have to choose, whether it is the law or grace that we will walk under.....and only you can make that decision. If under the law....a curse....if under grace...the blessing of God. <stowe^> They are like being chiseled in stone and that Is why Christ when tempted was able to say, "it is written" Yes?

<nfi> Christ is the promise.

<opentext> And, oh what a promise.....

<helpmate> What a gift.

<stowe^> larry, I always understood before today that 2 Cor 3:6 .... was actually an assent to fulfill the Mosaic law, because we weren't doing it by the letter but by faith.

<helpmate> 2 Cor 3:6 Who also hath made us able ministers of the new testament; not of the letter, but of the spirit: for the letter killeth, but the spirit giveth life. (KJV)

<opentext> The key in that verse...is of the ***new testament***....which is of the Spirit, the old is of the letter of the law, to do all of it...the law. The letter could not give life, therefore it brought about death. It is the Spirit of God that gives life.

<stowe^> Yes, that is what I was seeing today ... and then just as quickly, Romans 13:8 ... for he that loveth another hath fulfilled the law.

<nfi> Able ministers to walk according to His grace, not according to the flesh of the law?

<opentext> John 5:39-40 Search the scriptures; for in them ye think ye have eternal life: and they are they which testify of me. And ye will not come to me, that ye might have life. (KJV)

<opentext> The whole Bible points to the promise of God, and His plan for the redemption of man...yet we choose to look at the letter of it, rather then the spirit of it.

<at-peace> They are reading, but they are not hearing.

<opentext> It takes the spiritual ear, to hear Father message of love.

<opentext> Rev 3:22 He that hath an ear, let him hear what the Spirit saith unto the churches. (KJV)

<shama^> And the more we seek and hear, the more we see and understand.

<opentext> Exactly.

<at-peace> Each and everyone has spiritual ears, it is whether they choose to listen.

<opentext> Correct charlene.

<opentext> Phil 3:15 Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: and if in any thing ye be otherwise minded, God shall reveal even this unto you. (KJV)

<opentext> Luke 10:22-24 All things are delivered to me of my Father: and no man knoweth who the Son is, but the Father; and who the Father is, but the Son, and he to whom the Son will reveal him. And he turned him unto his disciples, and said privately, Blessed are the eyes which see the things that ye seed. For I tell you, that many prophets and kings have desired to see those things which ye see, and have not seen them; and to hear those things which ye hear, and have not heard them.
