<mizpah> When we get saved, recognizing that we are under grace through Jesus Christ

<at-peace> the time that we accept Jesus Christ into

our hearts

<opentext> When is it that we recognize that we are under grace?

<coolio> I think that only God knows that time.

<stowe^> When we are no longer on the milk of the word but the meat, when we understand the mystery of Christ.

<mizpah> When we learn the mystery.

<helpmate> When we are no longer babes.

<opentext> Very good answers...

<at-peace> When we continue in God's Word and are no longer on the milk of the Word...and we learn the mystery.

<opentext> When we are no longer on the milk of the Word, but on the meat...when we recognize who we are in Christ. This is why we have to work out our own salvation with fear and trembling. When **we** the individual, realize that we are now the one that is responsible for all of our actions and reactions. How hard is it to always maintain our zeal

for God, and the right attitude for studying and learning?

<coolio> But, we are bad people, we have our sins, only the mercy of God can do it.

<mizpah> Sometimes difficult.

<helpmate> Sometimes very hard.

<at-peace> Yes sometimes difficult.

<coolio> God is our helper.

<at-peace> Our flesh would rather be doing other things.

<opentext> We can do all things through Christ Jesus who gives us our strength...as we continue in the Word, feeding our spirit man with the bread of life on a daily basis.

<coolio> Good, but God can speak to our hearts.

<opentext> Gal 4:4-5 But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law, To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons. (KJV)

<opentext> For God so loved the world, that He gave His only begotten Son....

<opentext> Gal 3:29 And if ye be Christ's, then are ye Abraham's seed, and heirs according to the promise. (KJV)

coolio> I love Jesus for His mercy!

<opentext> We have to remember, that Paul was here talking about the promise made to Abraham...the promise of faith, and the adoption that Paul is here talking about, is the adoption by the law of faith which comes about when we are born-again. "But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman,....for He had to be tempted in every manner as we are, and yet sin not..." He had to set the path for us to be able to follow...that straight and narrow path that leads to the kingdom.

<helpmate> That example to the believers.

<opentext> That would be a very good verse...an example of the believers....

<opentext> 1 Tim 4:12-13 but be thou an example of the believers, in word, in conversation, in charity, in spirit, in faith, in purity. Till I come, give attendance to reading, to exhortation, to doctrine. (KJV)

<now-faith> the flesh staying in subjection to the Spirit to remain blameless and spotless.

<opentext> Jesus Christ was the perfect example of one who believed and acted totally in and upon the Word of God....the example that we are supposed to follow.

opentext> Once we come to know Jesus Christ, and recognize the path that we are supposed to follow, this is when we have been taken off of the milk, and put onto the meat of the Word of God. Exactly michie....and this we can only do by staying exercised in the Word.

<opentext> Gal 4:6-7 And because ye are sons, God hath sent forth the Spirit of his Son into your hearts, crying, Abba, Father. Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ. (KJV)

<opentext> Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ. All to often, we fail to see and hear all that has been made available to us (the believer).

brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound; To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn; (KJV)
