<opentext> So then we can see why Paul tells us to walk in the Spirit.  Be sure of where each of our steps is going....to be sure and firm in that which we do.  Walk, to take one's time. Not trying to keep up with where we think everyone else is at. 

<mizpah> If we run, we are not as likely to hear Father and we will stumble as we race ahead of Him.

<opentext> Being confident at where Father has us.

<nfi> Was thinking of when you are running and holding a lamp...it would be shaking and swaying all over the place....whereas if you are walking, you can hold that lamp/light steady to illuminate your every step.

<opentext> Not trying to be where every one else thinks that we should be at.  Seeking Father's counsel each day, to know where He wants us at, and then being content with that.  Too often...we are so busy looking at what everyone else is doing, that we miss what Father has for us. I am sure some days all of you think that i am **running** through studies, instead of walking through the Word.

<opentext> Rom 6:4-5, Therefore we are buried with him by baptism into death: that like as Christ was raised up from the dead by the glory of the Father, even so we also should **walk** in newness of life. For if we have been planted together in the likeness of his death, we shall be also in the likeness of his resurrection: (KJV)


<opentext> We also should **walk** in newness of life.


<opentext> Rom 8:3-6, For what the law could not do, in that it was weak through the flesh, God sending his own Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, and for sin, condemned sin in the flesh: That the righteousness of the law might be fulfilled in us, who **walk** not after the flesh, but after the Spirit. For they that are after the flesh do mind the things of the flesh; but they that are after the Spirit the things of the Spirit.  For to be carnally minded is death; but to be spiritually minded is life and peace.(KJV)

<opentext> Rom 13:13-14, Let us **walk** honestly, as in the day; not in rioting and drunkenness, not in chambering and wantonness, not in strife and envying. But put ye on the Lord Jesus Christ, and make not provision for the flesh, to fulfil the lusts thereof. (KJV)
