<opentext> As many of the preachers are today.....they tell the people to trust in God with one breathe...and turn right around and tell you they are going off the air if the people do not give.

<stowe^> Yup, I think most of us at first think we can keep our spiritual well being intact.

<opentext> A ***little*** leaven....affects the whole lump.

<at-peace> It affects the whole body of Christ.

<opentext> 1 Cor 5:6-8, Your glorying is not good. Know ye not that a little leaven leaveneth the whole lump? Purge out therefore the old leaven, that ye may be a new lump, as ye are unleavened. For even Christ our passover is sacrificed for us: Therefore let us keep the feast, not with old leaven, neither with the leaven of malice and wickedness; but with the unleavened bread of sincerity and truth. (KJV)

<opentext> As cheryl said...having a Word filter on our ears, that only allows the Word to pass through, all else is rejected.  

<helpmate> What goes in the ears right will come out of the mouth right. Out of the abundance of the heart the mouth speaks.  

<opentext> 2 Tim 2:17-18, And their word will eat as doth a canker: of whom is Hymenaeus and Philetus; Who concerning the truth have erred, saying that the resurrection is past already; and overthrow the faith of some. (KJV)

If you do not like what you see around you...change your words to be in line with Father's. What you hear in the inner man...is what you are going to be speaking with the mouth.

<stowe^> You know I was just thinking sometimes we are so watchful around our Christian brethren what we say, but are not as watchful about what we say of those who aren't our brethren .... but then we aren't setting a very good example for those who are watching us.
