<MrPicky> then, do you think Father is going to?

<renewed> no

<shama> no

<at-peace> no

Gal 6:1 Brethren, if a man be overtaken in a fault, ye which are spiritual, restore such an one in the spirit of meekness; considering thyself, lest thou also be tempted. (KJV)

<MrPicky> Then we have to hear what Father is saying through Paul in this verse, that is what being meek means, being mature enough not to get pulled in by the lies, as well as confident enough to do all that Father asks of us

<MrPicky> This is where we have to be confident in the work that Father has begun in us

<MrPicky> How confident are you?

<renewed> Confident that He who began a good work in me will complete it

Phil 1:6-7 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ: 7Even as it is meet for me to think this of you all, because I have you in my heart; inasmuch as both in my bonds, and in the defence and confirmation of the gospel, ye all are partakers of my grace. (KJV)

<MrPicky> It takes time in the Word to be confident of what Father asks of us, it takes that intimate time with Him, to be confident of what He shows us, and what we hear

<at-peace> confident, learning to trust Father for all that we are in need of

<MrPicky> yes charlene...and may not always be what we want to hear, or the way we think that it should be handled. Do you think Paul always liked what Father asked of him to do?

<at-peace> no

<renewed> no, I'm sure he didn't especially when he had to go talk to Peter, and the other disciples

<MrPicky> yet, how often do we question Father, as well as wonder if we really heard Him right

<renewed> quite often

<shama> too often

<at-peace> often

Gal 6:2-3 Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ. For if a man think himself to be something, when he is nothing, he deceiveth himself. (KJV)

<MrPicky> if we are bearing one anothers burdens, we are not looking down on them,but rather sensing what they are going through, and we are not approaching them as being above them, or looking down on them

<MrPicky> for me, it is always very humbling to be used by Father....and if we keep that in mind....we will not think more highly of ourselves than we ought

<blessed> An analogy for being meek came to me. I f a dentist is cleaning your teeth, he usually uses a sharp metal pick. If he used a rubber pick , like as to a waivering Christian, he would not get the job done.

<MrPicky> very good analogy sheryl

<MrPicky> yet, how many people are fearful of the dentist?

<renewed> some are

<at-peace> not me, but there are quite a few who say the dread going to the dentist

<MrPicky> if Father never corrected us, would He really love us?

<renewed> no

<shama> no

<at-peace> no

<blessed> no

Heb 12:11 Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby. (KJV)

<MrPicky> and as we are content in what Father is doing with us, then we will also do that which He asks of us....and pray and uplift those that He puts on our minds and in our hearts

<MrPicky> kathy...no, because if we are studying for His approval, and we are doing what we are being asked, then will will uphold those that Father is asking of us.... many try to uplift and pray for more then Father asks of them, and that is where they get in trouble

<big_L> you mean to be more in the kingdom?

<MrPicky> we are not the saviour of the world, rather just servants...and can only do effectively and efficiently that which Father asks of us, as that is where His grace will cover us

<MrPicky> we bear the burdens of those that He asks of us...not those that we **think** we should bear, as we do what Father asks of us, this is where we are carrying our own cross, that which Father asks of us; thus, our own burdens

<big_L> so there may be some burdens Father says not to bear, there may be some that would possibly be too much for us?

<MrPicky> exactly kathy

<MrPicky> some that we are not prepared or ready for. Father only asks things of us that He knows that we are prepared for, many times...we get ahead of Father...this is when we think more highly of ourselves than we ought...and thus get in trouble

<big_L> opentext so i might not be able right at this point to deal with burdens yet of others

<MrPicky> i am sure...we have all tried to help someone we thought needed help...only to get pulled down when we tried

<MrPicky> kathy...yes...and that is why we have to get ourselves first established in the Word

<big_L> yes i feel that way this morning

<MrPicky> we got pulled down...because we were in a place that Father had not asked us to be.... it is getting to the place that we ned to work out our own salvation with fear and trembling.....and know that we ourselves are a full time job and when Father asks something of us, we check and double check to make sure that it is from Him...and not our own imagination

<opentext> how many would like to have been in Paul's palce...to go and correct the apostles?

<renewed> not me

<opentext> or even the Galatians?

<at-peace> ummm..not me 

<renewed> nope

<opentext> if Father asked **you** to go correct an apostle....how much would you check to be sure you heard Father right, or would you just rush of and do it?

<renewed> I'd be checking a whole lot, double, triple and more ...

<at-peace> would really do some checking.... would want to be confident that it is what Father was asking of me

<opentext> this is the way we should be with anything Father asks of us....this is what it means to be meek....as well as bear one anothers burdens

<big_L> is this the same meaning of meek as in the fruit of the spirit?

<opentext> yes Kathy...it is a fruit of the Holy Sspirit....

<opentext> Jesus Christ was always meek...and yet He got in a few peoples face...so to speak

Matt 11:29-30 Take my yoke upon you, and learn of me; for I am meek and lowly in heart: and ye shall find rest unto your souls. For my yoke is easy, and my burden is light. (KJV)

<opentext> when we do it unto the Lord, and in His timing....then it will be light. we have to keep God always in the partnership

<big_L> oh because if we do it because HE asked it of us then it is like us not taking on that persons burden but Fathers?

<opentext> exactly kathy

<at-peace> 1Cor3:9 For we are labourers together with God: ye are God's husbandry, ye are God's building. (KJV)

<big_L> what does yoke mean?

<opentext> how often do we forget that we are in partnership with God?

<opentext> and the moment that we leave Him out of the picture, we are in for a fall

<opentext> a yoke is what teamed two ox together...thus we are to be teamed together with Christ

<big_L> so 

<big_L> Father is saying its easy to serve him? or serve with Him

<opentext> when we stay in the Spirit, and not in the flesh, as soon as we revert to the flesh..it gets very difficult, it get very frustrating

<big_L> because the burdens of others then would become heavy

<opentext> exactly

Gal 3:3 Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh? (KJV)

<opentext> we are born again by the Spirit...and when we get caught up in man's traditions and doctrines, and follow them, we have now reverted to the flesh. this is when things get very heavy, and weigh us down, and cause frustration

<opentext> It always comes to the confidence of the work that Father has begun in us. If we are hearing His voice....why do we need affirmation from some man?

<opentext> work out your own salvation..... 

<opentext> The task of any memeber of the body of Christ, is to always point others to Father, through Jesus Christ, and hopefully one day get to the place where Paul was, where he could say, be followers of me as I am of Christ 

2 Cor 1:12, For our rejoicing is this, the testimony of our conscience, that in simplicity and godly sincerity, not with fleshly wisdom, but by the grace of God, we have had our conversation in the world, and more abundantly to you-ward. (KJV) 

<opentext> When we get to the place, that we only speak the words that we hear the Father speak, and do the things we see the Father do....we will have confidence always of the work that He is doing in us. I know we all hear Father, but do we always obey?

I Jn 3:19-21, And hereby we know that we are of the truth, and shall assure our hearts before him. For if our heart condemn us, God is greater than our heart, and knoweth all things. Beloved, if our heart condemn us not, then have we confidence toward God. (KJV) 

<opentext> Our heart always lets us know when we are venturing out on our own 

<opentext> The true way to have rejoicing in ourselves is to be much in proving our own works, in examining ourselves by the unerring rule of God's word, and not by the false measures of what others are, or may think of us. (from Matthew Henry's Commentary) 

<opentext> We do not compare ourselves to others, since each person has the task that Father has asked of them. I do not concern myself with what others think of me...only that each day I hear Father say...well done my child 

<shama> A few months ago Father asked me, if it was other people, that decide if I get to be with Him for eternity or not! And if not, then to get my eyes off them, and what they think of me...... and onto the Only One that will let me in! 

<opentext> exactly steph, and obviously you knew it was Him, and listened to His counsel 

<shama> absolutely 

<opentext> steph...what kind of peace did that put in your heart? 

<shama> A peace that passes all understanding 

Phil 4:7 And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus.(KJV) 

<opentext> How often in the past, have we judged our walk with God, by what other people thought or said of us? 

<shama> all the time, before 

<renewed> too often 

<at-peace> yup, too often 

<opentext> If Paul had listened to what others thought and said about him, how many of the epistles do you think we would have today? 

<renewed> very few if any 

<shama> not one 

<opentext> helen said maybe Philippians 

<at-peace> probably not any 

<opentext> for they were seeking the truth 

<opentext> If Father never corrected us, where would any of us be at? 

<renewed> not very far on our walk 

<at-peace> ummm...not in a good place 

Matt 7:13-15 Enter ye in at the strait gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and many there be which go in thereat: Because strait is the gate, and narrow is the way, which leadeth unto life, and few there be that find it. Beware of false prophets, which come to you in sheep's clothing, but inwardly they are ravening wolves.(KJV) 

<opentext> The wolves are pointing to the wide gate...just like a carnival barker.... they try to incite the crowd, and get people to follow one another. Only one or two people are able to start a riot, and soon thousands have joined in....all because of one or two people 

<opentext> This is the same way the devil tries to sway us, to follow what others are doing..... to get caught up in the emotions 

<sham> chasing the wonders and gifts instead of the Giver 

<opentext> exactly 

Matthew 7:12-14 PP9 First, "You will have abundance of liberty in that way; the gate is wide, and stands wide open to tempt those that go right on their way. You may go in at this gate with all your lusts about you; it gives no check to your appetites, ....... this broad way. Secondly, "You will have abundance of company in that way: many there be that go in at this gate, and walk in this way." If we follow the multitude, it will be to do evil: if we go with the crowd, it will be the wrong way. It is natural for us to incline to go down the stream, and do as the most do; but it is too great a compliment, to be willing to be damned for company, and to go to hell with them, because they will not go to heaven with us: if many perish, we should be the more cautious.(from Matthew Henry's Commentary) 

<opentext> And yet, don't we often try to follow the crowd? 

<shama> yeah 

<renewed> yes because we thought there was safety in numbers 

<opentext> To base our decisions on what others are doing? 

<renewed> yes 

<opentext> Any wonder why the Lord said...where 2 or 3 are gathered together in His name...there He is 

<at-peace> yes, sometimes 

It is much more desirable to have matter of glorying in ourselves than in another. If we have the testimony of our consciences that we are accepted of God, we need not much concern ourselves about what others think or say of us; and without this the good opinion of others will stand us in little stead. (from Matthew Henry's Commentary) 

<opentext> Today, this day, being confident of this very thing, that He which has begun this good work in you, will continue it...as long as you allow Him to. Today...will you be satisfied of what He asks of you? It may be just to pray for someone.....it may be just to study for His approval.......it matters not what He asks, will you be willing? 

<opentext> Be an example of the believers! 

<opentext> Any questions from today's study? 

<big_L> I have one 
<opentext> sure kathy 

<big_L> What do we do with the scripture that says obey them that have rule over you, if we dont answer to any man? 

<opentext> Those who have rule over us, are those that are serving God through Jesus Christ 

<big_L> So we are to answer to them? 

Heb 13:7-8 Remember them which have the rule over you, who have spoken unto you the word of God: whose faith follow, considering the end of their conversation. Jesus Christ the same yesterday, and to day, and for ever.(KJV) 

<opentext> Only if Father asks us to answer...it takes much more confidence to be silent 

<big_L> Maybe answer was not the right word 

<opentext> We set the example....that does not always mean that we have to answer verbally 

<big_L> I'm not understanding :( 

<opentext> kathy...do we answer a fool? 

<big_L> No, and that isnt really what I meant. Does Father put leaders over us to help us? I mean Godly leaders 

<opentext> Yes, but we have to know the Word, to know who those leaders are....this is why we line everything up with the Word, just as the Bereans did with Paul 

<big_L> You mean just as you showed me last week with elders ( I think) 

<opentext> yes 

1 Pet 5:2-3 Feed the flock of God which is among you, taking the oversight thereof, not by constraint, but willingly; not for filthy lucre, but of a ready mind; Neither as being lords over God's heritage, but being ensamples to the flock.(KJV) 

<opentext> Note the order given in these verses, above all, those that Father has as teachers, will set the example 

<big_L> opentext are teachers the same as the flock? 

<opentext> They do not lord it over others, but rather recognize the task that Father has asked of them 

<opentext> We are all a part of the flock... 

<big_L> But aren't you more important? 

<opentext> no 

<opentext> The more we know of the Word, the more of a servant we become 

<big_L> Are you to show someone their way to Father just as I am to? 

<opentext> exactly, setting the example, that others may choose to follow 

<big_L> I was taught so wrongly 

<opentext> We all were kathy, because we had looked to man instead of the Word

Acts 17:24-25 God that made the world and all things therein, seeing that he is Lord of heaven and earth, dwelleth not in temples made with hands; Neither is worshipped with men's hands, as though he needed any thing, seeing he giveth to all life, and breath, and all things; (KJV)

<opentext> Now...that does not mean that we go out and look for it either though....we do that which Father asks...no more and certainly no less. 

James 1:16, Do not err (be deceived), my beloved brethren. (KJV) 

<opentext> Now, lets look at the verses preceeding that verse. 

James 1:13-15 Let no man say when he is tempted, I am tempted of God: for God cannot be tempted with evil, neither tempteth he any man: But every man is tempted, when he is drawn away of his own lust, and enticed. Then when lust hath conceived, it bringeth forth sin: and sin, when it is finished, bringeth forth death. (KJV)

<opentext> We need to be still and hear the voice of God......it is this voice that will give us the spiritual nourishment to overcome all that the devil will throw at us. 

Eph 6:16 Above all, taking the shield of faith, wherewith ye shall be able to quench all the fiery darts of the wicked. (KJV) 

<opentext> It is the shield that is built up by hearing and giving audience to the Word of God, and it is these living waters that flow out from the throne of God and the Lamb that will extinguish EVERY fiery dart of the wicked. But, if we do not take the time to hear Father guidance and counsel each and every day...what is going to happen to us? 

<renewed> We get deaf and weak. 

<helpmate> Our shield won't be very big. 

<shama> We will get weak from the devils darts.

<disciple> Don't you have to be strayed pretty far off that path to start doubting God's Word? 

<opentext> Not far at all. 

<opentext> What happens when we blame God for our problems? 

<renewed> We've strayed off the path and doubted His word. 

<shama> We doubt Him. 

<at-peace> Then we are doubting Him. 

<disciple> Yes, and we are doubting Him and His Word. I've always blamed myself, not Father for me straying.

1 Pet 2:25, For ye were as sheep going astray (deceived); but are now returned unto the Shepherd and Bishop of your souls. (KJV) 

<opentext> Is it always the **big** deceptions that get us to falter? 

<renewed> nope 

<shama> no 

<disciple> nope 

<at-peace> no 

<helpmate> no....it is all the little ones 

<now-faith> I often think the more you grow in the Word, the smaller or more subtle the deception becomes. 

<opentext> This is why we need to use the wisdom and knowledge that Father has made available to us through His Son Christ Jesus. 

<disciple> Sure, because you won't buy into the big ones anymore. 

<opentext> Yes michie...the devil ahs to become more cunning because of our awareness of the Word 

<shama> The creep is very sly. 
<opentext> And this also is where pride can sneak in, if we are not being humble before the Lord. This is why we cannot think more highly of ourselves ...but rather always remain the servant. 

Gal 6:2-4 Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ. For if a man think himself to be something, when he is nothing, he deceiveth himself. But let every man prove his own work, and then shall he have rejoicing in himself alone, and not in another. (KJV) 

<opentext> If we think about the verses that Father has had us covering for the last few weeks, we can see how they all fit together. How Paul through the Spirit is trying to warn us of the slyness of the devil, and how easily he can get in if we do not stay humble before the Lord. This is why we share with one another....so that the body can be made aware of the craftiness of the devil....not so that we tell others...**look what i have been through***. 

James 4:7 Submit yourselves therefore to God. Resist the devil, and he will flee from you. (KJV)

<opentext> Being not deceived!!!! We are not to be ignorant of the devils devices... and the only way that we will not be ignorant, is by knowing the truth of God's Word, this is what sets us free, and keeps us free. 

<now-faith> No, but we can choose to ignore them if we are not built up in the faith (having a strong shield). 

<opentext> Yes...every person has the choice to ignore them 

Gal 6:4-5 But let every man prove his own work, and then shall he have rejoicing in himself alone, and not in another. For every man shall bear his own burden. (KJV) 

<opentext> It is when we concentrate on working out our own salvation, that we can be of benefit to the body. 

<disciple> o/ 

<opentext> Yes miz? 

<disciple> How can Galatians 6:2 and Galatians 6:4 agree? 

<opentext> How can they not? 

Gal 6:2-4 Bear ye one another's burdens, and so fulfil the law of Christ. For if a man think himself to be something, when he is nothing, he deceiveth himself. But let every man prove his own work, and then shall he have rejoicing in himself alone, and not in another. (KJV) 

<disciple> Well, if we bear one another's burdens, then are we not bearing our own? Idon't doubt that they do agree...i just don't see how it fits. 

<opentext> As I am working out my own salvation with fear and trembling, it is then that i will do all that which Father asks of me...part of which is praying for all the saints. 

<disciple> So praying for the saints is bearing their burdens? 

<opentext> Tending to the needs of the whole body...because i have heard and obeyed His instructions. What better could we do then holding the brethren up in prayer? 

<disciple> No better, since Father knows what each person has need of and the power to resolve that need. 

<opentext> Exactly....and by praying to Father...and upholding those needs....we keep self out of the way, and allow Father to operate with that which He knows is of necessity. 

<disciple> Then to bear our own burden would be seeking Father in prayer for our need or casting our burden up to Him? 

<opentext> We should consider it an honor to be able tp pray for one another...not a chore or a task. 

<disciple> Yes, it is a priviledge. 

<opentext> To bear our own burden, is to do all that which Father asks of us....not putting ourself before the good of the body. 

<shama> Is bearing our own burden like being accountable for our own walk? 

<opentext> Yes steph...and 
Phil 1:23-24 For I am in a strait betwixt two, having a desire to depart, and to be with Christ; which is far better: Nevertheless to abide in the flesh is more needful for you.(KJV) 

<opentext> Paul knew who he was in Christ...and yet he put the needs of the body ahead of himself. 

<shama> And thats a role of a servant, isnt it,...putting eveeryone else before yourself? 

<opentext> Exactly steph. 

<opentext> As we dedicate ourselves to God, we see and realize all that we have been given, and want everyone else to have what we have. 

I Jn 2:26, These things have I written unto you concerning them that seduce (deceived) you. (KJV) 

<opentext> If we continue in the Word...then they will know that we are His disciples, and continuing in the truth will keep us free...we will noty get led astray. 

<opentext> Any questions from today?

<opentext> Yes cheryl? 

<renewed> Larry, just want to go back to James 1: 13-15 for minute ... it says it is always lust that brings forth sin ... and I've come to realize that a big part of repentance for me has been to see where I have allowed my sin to become more important than the truth of God's word ...and to ask Father to show me what that is, and to help me in that area of weakness ... 

<opentext> Very good point cheryl 

<renewed> But sometimes it is not so easy to identify ... and yet it still has to be a form of lust though right? 

<opentext> Correct...something that we are desiring more than the Word, even if for but moments at a time. 

<renewed> So if it's a wrong teaching .. it's man's doctrine over God's Word .. but what if it's a fear that has cause you to sin? Is it then not trusting God? 

<opentext> Let's look at the def of lust first... 

1939 epithumia- desire, craving, longing, desire for what is forbidden, lust 

<opentext> Fear is what? 

<renewed> Fear is torment .. it's not faith. 

<opentext> The absence of God's love...in any area of our life. 

2 Tim 1:7 For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind. (KJV) 

<renewed> Ok 

<opentext> Power= Christ....Love=seeing Father's love for us; sound mind is when we remember the first two and meditate in and on them. So when we forget or neglect God's love for us...is when fear will enter in. 

<renewed> So He will keep him in perfect peace whose mind is stayed on thee ... 

<opentext> Does that help cheryl? 

<helpmate> Desires of the heart = spiritual longing....... 

<opentext> Exactly 

<renewed> Yes it does 

<helpmate> Lust = desires of the flesh
