<opentext> When is it that we get weary?

<renewed> When I am emotionally or physically drained.

<now-faith> For me it is when I have not ceased from my own works.

<helpmate> When I am not in the Word like I need to be.

<shama> When we get caught up in the things of the flesh...rather than relying on His strength.

<disciple> When Satan attacks and we don't use the Word to fend off his attacks.

Heb 12:3-4 For consider him that endured such contradiction of sinners against himself, lest ye be wearied and faint in your minds. Ye have not yet resisted unto blood, striving against sin. (KJV)

Heb 12:5 And ye have forgotten the exhortation which speaketh unto you as unto children, My son, despise not thou the chastening of the Lord, nor faint when thou art rebuked of him: (KJV)

<opentext> All very good answers. I like what Hebrews says here...when we have forgotten the exhortation!! And notice...the exhortation comes through ***speaking***

<lil`lamb> What does exhortation mean?

3874 paraklesis-

1) a calling near, summons, (especially for help) 

2) importation, supplication, entreaty 

3) exhortation, admonition, encouragement 

4) consolation, comfort, solace; what affords comfort or refreshment, 

thus of the Messianic salvation (so the rabbis call the Messiah the Consoler, the Comforter) 

5) persuasive discourse, stirring address; 

instructive, admonitory, conciliatory, powerful hortatory discourse

<opentext> God always talks with His children...He does not use sickness or disease, He does not use tragedies.

<now-faith> We have forgotten the Comforter who would lead and guide us into all truth and allow us to cease from our own works?

<opentext> Father uses His Word to correct His children...that and that alone.

Heb 12:6-7 For whom the Lord loveth he chasteneth, and scourgeth every son whom he receiveth. If ye endure chastening, God dealeth with you as with sons; for what son is he whom the father chasteneth not? (KJV)

Heb 12:8-9 But if ye be without chastisement, whereof all are partakers, then are ye bastards, and not sons. Furthermore we have had fathers of our flesh which corrected us, and we gave them reverence: shall we not much rather be in subjection unto the Father of spirits, and live? (KJV)

<now-faith> If God were to "correct" us by means of using sickness and disease, that would negate that Jesus Christ became that curse for us and took all of that with Him into hell, right?

<disciple> I thought all things work together for the good of those who love the Lord and are called according to His purpose.

<opentext> Father uses His Word to correct His children, that and that alone. miz....when we are serving Father...and we recognize that we have erred, and turn to Father for forgiveness and forgetfulness...THEN Father turns what started out as bad...and then turns it to good.

Rom 8:28 And we know that all things work together for good to them that love God, to them who are the called according to his purpose. (KJV)

<opentext> For note... to them who are the called according to His purpose. So we have to be called according to His purpose, before things will be turned around...we have to be walking in grace...so that the truth is applicable to us. We grow weary, when we do things apart from God...when we try to do things on our own, as steph said earlier...when we try to do things in our strength, rather then through Christ.

<opentext> for in due season.....we shall reap...Yet how many of us try to dictate to God what we think the season to be?

<now-faith> Not only what due season but in what way.

Ps 145:15-17 The eyes of all wait upon thee; and thou givest them their meat in due season. Thou openest thine hand, and satisfiest the desire of every living thing. The LORD is righteous in all his ways, and holy in all his works. (KJV)

Ps 145:18-20 The LORD is nigh unto all them that call upon him, to all that call upon him in truth. He will fulfil the desire of them that fear him: he also will hear their cry, and will save them. The LORD preserveth all them that love him: but all the wicked will he destroy. (KJV)

<opentext> Note verse 18, to ALL that call upon Him in truth...His Word is truth. Praying according to His will...not ours.

Ps 104:27-30 These wait all upon thee; that thou mayest give them their meat in due season. That thou givest them they gather: thou openest thine hand, they are filled with good. Thou hidest thy face, they are troubled: thou takest away their breath, they die, and return to their dust. Thou sendest forth thy spirit, they are created: and thou renewest the face of the earth. (KJV)

<helpmate> Father's forgetfulness.

<opentext> So...we shall reap in due season...****IF*** we do not faint...give up, quit, stop to rest.

Isa 40:30-31 Even the youths shall faint and be weary, and the young men shall utterly fall: But they that wait upon the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint. (KJV)

<opentext> yes michie

<now-faith> lol, never mind, heard the answer!

<opentext> Maybe someone else needs to hear it also.

<now-faith> Ok, was going to ask if we are physically tired and exhausted, could that be a mirror of our spiritual condition?

<opentext> And the answer was?

<now-faith> And the answer to that is "maybe" because the flesh gets drained when we are doing Father's work and allowing Him to work in all through us, so it would be dependant upon if we are ceasing from our own works or not.

<opentext> Exactly

<now-faith> And, I was noticing in that isa verse.... run or walk, we will not be weary or faint if we are hearing on which we are supposed to be doing at what time.

<helpmate> The flesh gets weak and weary....the spirit is strong....the flesh gets tired from the spirit dragging it around.

<opentext> If we are doing our own works, in and of our own strength...we will grow weary...we will be very tired and worn out...and will not get strong till we turn to the Lord.

<shama> But what about when our spirit is doing well and we still are exhausted physically? 

<opentext> steph...that is when we need to hear Father on how He would have us renew His strength in us...this is where hearing what He wants us to study becomes so important.

<`big_L> So just as I have felt drained physically that is how my spirit feels when there is no time with Father?

<opentext> Kathy...exactly

<disciple> So, if we are physically sick, does that mean we are sick spiritually?

<opentext> miz...sometimes yes...and sometimes no.....

<opentext> Each and every situation is unique as well as different...in each instant we have to seek Father's wisdom, and apply His Word of counsel to it.

<`big_L> opentext but it doesn’t always have to be that way right? I mean I could be physically sick, but as long as I keep my spirit man fed I wont be spiritually sick then?

<opentext> Kathy...as we grow in the Word...as the spirit man is fed....the wholeness of the spirit man will be manifest in the flesh. As we grow in the Word...we are able to see more and more of what Father has made available to us...and how to apply it to our life

Zeph 3:16-17 In that day it shall be said to Jerusalem, Fear thou not: and to Zion, Let not thine hands be slack. The LORD thy God in the midst of thee is mighty; he will save, he will rejoice over thee with joy; he will rest in his love, he will joy over thee with singing. (KJV)

<now-faith> So even if we don't understand, if we bring it to Him, He will keep us in His perfect peace?

<renewed> Thou shalt keep him in perfect peace whose mind is stayed on Thee

<now-faith> Believing that He can is faith in His power, believing that He will is faith in His mercy and without the both, we cannot have that peace that passeth all understanding. His ways are not our ways, His thoughts are not our thoughts.

<opentext> Exactly michie.

<`big_L> Believing is the key right? Because without that then we will never be able to reap anything Father has for us, is that correct?

<opentext> Yes Kathy.

<disciple> Believing is the key to living.

<opentext> The hardest part to believe Father for is salvation...that is the greatest miracle...after that, it comes down to spending time with Him in His Word...to see all that we have inherited.

<opentext> hmmm...Would say that was a **big** thing facing you....

<`big_L> And opentext, it reaffirmed to me what you had said yesterday that He isn’t punishing me, and made me know that even in the circumstances that Father will take care of me.

<opentext> Others may think it was small....this is why as we pray for others, we have to keep our feelings out of the way...and not tell Father how we think things should be done

<opentext> This is why Father always has me point people to His Word....this is what brings the healing, the deliverance, the safety, the rescue...it is the Truth of God's Word that sets us free.

<disciple> Ps 118:17-18 17I shall not die, but live, and declare the works of the LORD. 18The LORD hath chastened me sore: but he hath not given me over unto death. (KJV)

<opentext> And how Father uses the Word in each instance is up to Him...not for us to dictate to Him.

<`big_L> I never meant that.

<opentext> Father chastens His children through His Word......no other means

<`big_L> Ok

<opentext> Kathy.....in your instance...you did as Father asked of you....and now you have to continue to do as He asks of you.

<opentext> That is why there is no such things as ***pat*** answers with the Bible..... each and every individual is unique...so thus so is Father's answer for each and every situation.

<opentext> Exactly, Father deals with the individual.

<`big_L> But it all goes with the Word, I mean it will all line up to the Word.
