Bible Study Sunday 26 January 2003

Psalms 118:24 This is the day which the LORD hath made; we will rejoice and be glad in it. (KJV)

One is only able to rejoice today, if they are operating in God’s righteousness. Are you?

It is a simple enough question that faces us, yet, unless one is in union with Him, how can they expect to please Him? If they are not able to please Him, how can they rejoice?

Christ, the power and wisdom of God, is our strength. As the Old Testament writer put it, the joy of the Lord is our strength. So as we can see and hear, it is only as we remain in Him (in union), that one is able to operate in the true joy of heaven.

John 15:4-6 You must remain in union with me and I will remain in union with you. Just as no branch by itself can bear fruit unless it remains united to the vine, so you cannot unless you remain in union with me. 5. I am the vine, you are the branches. Whoever remains in union with me and I in union with him will bear abundant fruit, because you cannot do anything cut off from union with me. 6. If anyone does not remain in union with me, he is thrown away as a mere branch and is dried up; then it is picked up and thrown into the fire and burned up. (Williams New Testament)
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
