John 1:12 But as many as received him, to them gave he power to become the sons of God, even to them that believe on his name: (KJV)
Privilege, honour, dignity, or right. He who is made a child of God enjoys the greatest privilege which the Divine Being can confer on this side eternity. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
And that is just for life while here, those that hold fast the profession of faith until the end of their time here, will then inherit eternal life with Them. 

Those who accept Jesus Christ, as he is offered to them in the Gospel, have, through his blood, a right to this sonship; for by that sacrifice this blessing was purchased; and the fullest promises of God confirm it to all who believe. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)
The title deed gives one the proper evidence to go boldly, confidently before the throne of grace in a time of need. Yet, how many try to present false evidence, a false title deed, in asking for or pursuing their wants?

Philippians 1:6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ: (KJV)

[Being confident] There shall be nothing lacking on God's part to support you; and to make you wise, holy and happy; and bring you at last to his kingdom and glory. (From Adam Clarke Commentary)

One must have the confidence that God is able to deliver us as we are obedient to Him and His Word, otherwise what use is there in wanting to serve Him?
