Bible Study Thursday 24 July 2003

Matthew 17:1-3 And after six days Jesus taketh Peter, James, and John his brother, and bringeth them up into an high mountain apart, 2 And was transfigured before them: and his face did shine as the sun, and his raiment was white as the light. 3 And, behold, there appeared unto them Moses and Elias talking with him. (KJV)

Now, as we talked about yesterday, that the disciples saw some of that which was transpiring in front of them, but they did not observe (scrutinize, study, detect, survey) all that was taking place.

Proverbs 4:20-21 My son, attend to my words; incline thine ear unto my sayings. 21 Let them not depart from thine eyes; keep them in the midst of thine heart. (KJV)

Does one always see and observe all that which is before them?

How often is one so caught up in that which is around them, that they fail to remember and see that which is Father’s masterpiece of all His creation?

If we cannot see the masterpiece, will one be any different than Peter, James and John wanting to build tents, rather than becoming the habitation for the Lord and of the Lord?

All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, to correct our vision, that we may observe and follow the path of righteousness, that we may be pleasing to Him in all of our ways.

Proverbs 4:22-23 For they are life unto those that find them, and health to all their flesh. 23 Keep thy heart with all diligence; for out of it are the issues of life. (KJV)

Definition for unto those that find: 4672 matsa' (maw-tsaw'); properly, to come forth to, i.e. appear or exist; transitively, to attain, i.e. find or acquire; figuratively, to occur, meet or be present: (Strong’s)

One has to be able to see, in order to enter the kingdom of God. To be able to see, one must be born again. Once they are born again, one has to continue in the Spirit, and not return again to the inclinations or leadings of the flesh.

Luke 2:25-26 And, behold, there was a man in Jerusalem, whose name was Simeon; and the same man was just and devout, waiting for the consolation of Israel: and the Holy Ghost was upon him. 26 And it was revealed unto him by the Holy Ghost, that he should not see death, before he had seen the Lord's Christ. (KJV)

Simeon looked beyond that which the world saw. He held fast the promises of God, regardless what everyone else said they saw. How often are you persuaded to follow that which others say that they see, rather than that which has been revealed by the Spirit?

Hebrews 11:13 These all died in faith, not having received the promises, but having seen them afar off, and were persuaded of them, and embraced them, and confessed that they were strangers and pilgrims on the earth. (KJV)

What is it that you are hearing and observing this day? Is it what everyone else says that they see, or that which Father wants to reveal to you?
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
