<opentext> Evidence; the accumulation of facts, which should bring one to the conclusion of the truth. God has sent His Word to all the world. His creation gives clear evidence of His existence. Yet, how many are there that are able to clearly see this evidence?

<greg> as many as are willing to seek it wholeheartedly

<diligently> they that are in spirit

<disciple> very few are willing to take the effort to seek what Father has for them

<at-peace> few

<opentext> 1Cor 2:9. But, as the Scripture says, they are: "Things which eye has never seen and ear has never heard, and never have occurred to human hearts, which God prepared for those who love Him." 10. For God unveiled them to us through His Spirit, for the Spirit by searching discovers everything, even the deepest truths about God. (William's NT)

<opentext> One has to be born again, to see or enter the kingdom of God. How often does man try to evaluate the kingdom of God by the human heart, rather then learning to operate in Father's realm?

<disciple> most don't have a clue how to enter

<disciple> Father's realm

<chosen> most do

<greg> one may begin in the spirit, then think they can perfect it in the flesh

<opentext> Isn't it interesting, that Paul tells us that our ability to believe God is by one's attentiveness to hearing the Message delivered by and through Christ. And then later says that his hearts yearning was to make all men "see" what is the fellowship of the mystery.

<opentext> When we were first born again, one had a hard time comprehending that they could hear God, and have a conversation with Him. Now, as one matures in that relationship with Him, we find that we are also to walk in the Spirit, and to accomplish that, one has to be able to see where they are.

<opentext> Weymouth's New Testament

1 Corinthians 2:10 For us, however, God has drawn aside the veil through the

teaching of the Spirit; for the Spirit searches everything, including the depths of the divine

nature.

<opentext> It is by revelation, that God shows us who He is, and that which He has for those

who will obey Him. Now, since it is God's evidence that He presents to mankind, who should we be seeking for a proper understanding of that evidence?

<diligently> Christ's

<greg> the author and finisher of the evidence

<diligently> Christ

<opentext> Yet, how often is God the one that we go to first? How often does one make detours first?

<disciple> that happens when we close our hearing to Father's voice...ignore the counsel

<opentext> Let's look at it in this manner...If you were inspecting the evidence from a crime scene, and you had blood evidence, would you have a car mechanic examine the evidence for you, so that you could properly evaluate it?

<disciple> no

<diligently> no

<at-peace> no, you would have the person who's expertise is in that field of work

<opentext> It is His Spirit that is there to lead us and guide us into all truth. However, one has to be willing to follow, in order to be properly guided. Since the Spirit knows the deep things of God, who would be better to follow for being able to obtain all of the proper evidence for arriving at the proper eternal conclusion?

<disciple> nobody is better qualified than Father through Christ Jesus, at the leading of the Holy Spirit

<diligently> holy spirit

<at-peace> without Christ, without allowing the Spirit to lead and guide us we would never arrive home with Him

<opentext> 1 Cor 2:9-10, 9 But as it is written, Eye hath not seen, nor ear heard, neither have entered into the heart of man, the things which God hath prepared for them that love him. 10 But God hath revealed them unto us by his Spirit: for the Spirit searcheth all things, yea, the deep things of God. (KJV)

<mike> Godly edifying which is in faith

<opentext> God has revealed all that had been hid. So then why is it that so few are able to see the evidence in the proper light?

<disciple> they look for physical evidence, rather than spiritual reality...trying to take shortcuts to the kingdom

<greg> few are willing to remove the blinders of the flesh

<opentext> The god of this world, blinds their minds so that they are not able to properly examine the evidence. But rather then look at those things through fleshly desires and pursuits. It should not be of any surprise that so many have followed the falsified evidence, and are far from arriving at the truth of God's Word and plan.

<at-peace> few have lifted up the Son of man to see and know who (Christ ) was within Him... know ye Him no more after the flesh

<opentext> Christ is the key to the revelation of the fellowship of the mystery, which enables us to be an ever developing participant in and of the divine nature of Christ, and then hearing Father clearly, so as to be able to present it to others (being that living example).

<opentext> Eph 1:17-18, 17 That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him: 18 The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, (KJV) 

<opentext> Father not only gives us the revelation, but the wisdom to understand and comprehend that which He shows to us. This is what enlightens the eyes to a proper examination of the evidence.
