<opentext> It is His love that has been shed abroad in our hearts. Have you allowed that love to have reign within you?

<disciple> yes, most of the time <diligently> yes

<opentext> For God so loved the world, that He gave. Yet, even though God has given a full disclosure of His love, do most understand that love that was given, and the pure example of the reciprocation of that love by Jesus Christ?

<chosen> no most don't

<at-peace> no, for many the veil is still upon their hearts concerning the true love of God

<disciple> most don't

<greg> if it was understood, more would be willing to lay down their lives rather than to hang on to the traditions and things of this world

<diligently> we are to love Christ with all our heart, soul, and mind, most do not

<opentext> For most, they respond with the understanding of love by the lower nature, but few take the time, or make the effort to learn of His love, and what that love requires of us.

<opentext> John 4:34Jesus saith unto them, My meat is to do the will of him that sent me, and to finish his work. (KJV)

<opentext> A full return of the full disclosure of His love, would be a total imitation of the life of Jesus Christ, that is doing the will of God in every detail of our life.

<opentext> His love is what is shed abroad in our hearts the moment one is born again. From that point on in our life, it is a matter of learning to life and operate in His love.

<opentext> In every detail of our journey through this earth, do you always seek what God's will is?

<Tina> no <disciple> not always <helpmate> not always <chosen> no not always

<diligently> we are to trust in the Lord with all our heart, at times i do fall short

<greg> if there is no peace, then it is not a path to be followed

<opentext> John 5:30I can of mine own self do nothing: as I hear, I judge: and my judgment is just; because I seek not mine own will, but the will of the Father which hath sent me. (KJV)

<opentext> How often does one try to do things on their own, thinking, or assuming that they can or will impress the Father?

<disciple> it happens less often for me, now, as i grow in Him

<diligently> at times do get to thinking more highly of myself then i should

<opentext> One has to always be asking themselves, if what they are doing, is what Father has asked. Only then can it be pleasing to Him.

<opentext> John 8:29And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please him.> (KJV)

<Tina> one has to be willing to hear what the lord's will is or your lower nature will be guiding you.

<opentext> Now, the love of God has been shed abroad in our hearts by the Holy Spirit. Just as money in the wallet will not do a person any good, if they will not open their wallet, if they will not utilize that which they already have.

<opentext> If we do not learn to operate in God's love, how can one ever expect to be pleasing to Him?

<chosen> impossible <helpmate> we never will be <diligently> will not

<disciple> can't happen

<opentext> What we often forget, is that we have four gospels which give us a clear and detailed picture of the life of Jesus of Nazareth, being led and guided by the Spirit of Christ, and in every detail being pleasing to the Father.

<opentext> Yet, how often will we do things, or go places, without having a clear perception if it is pleasing to Father?

<disciple> have done that...it's like jumping in the pool before checking if there is water <helpmate> we sometimes forget to check with Father first before we do things

<chosen> we need to be sure of His peace before we do anything

<diligently> have done this, it happens when i get going to fast, and i have not stopped to see if i am having Fathers peace or not

<opentext> Weymouth's New Testament

Romans 8:8 And those whose hearts are absorbed in earthly things cannot please God.

<opentext> Whether one wants to believe it or not, we are either operating in Father's love, or the love of the lower nature. Whatever our heart is absorbed with, that is the direction we are headed. Either towards His kingdom, or away from it.

<opentext> Yet, how often does one forget to check with God on the smallest details for the smallest things, before doing anything to make sure they are in His will, that they will be pleasing to Him?

<disciple> it's not always done, as it should be <helpmate> i am guilty of that as well

<diligently> same here , at times <chosen> sometimes forget the smaller things

<opentext> Paul tells us that we should pray without ceasing. But, if we are not operating in and with His love, can one be able to accomplish this?

<disciple> no <chosen> no <diligently> no

[05:28] <opentext> If we do not seek to reciprocate His love in the smallest thing, (thankful for the glass of water that His love provided just for me) how can we trust Him, or believe Him in the attacks that will come?

<disciple> we can't...it would be very difficult without acknowledging His love in all things

<opentext> -- William's New Testament

Romans 7:5 For when we were living in accordance with our lower nature,<c> the sinful passions that were aroused<d> by the law were operating in the parts of our bodies to make us bear fruit that leads to death.

<opentext> The battle within, is between the love of this world, and the love of God. The two passions within war with each other

<opentext> If one would always seek how Jesus Christ responded to the situation, would they ever separate themselves from Father's love?

<disciple> never <chosen> no <helpmate> no <diligently> no <Tina> no

<at-peace> no <greg> one would not lose sight of the victory

<opentext> Yet, how often does one try things on their own come up short or lacking, and then wonder what went wrong with Father and His plan?

<helpmate> Father's plan is perfect, so there is not a problem on His end

<disciple> have learned not to do that from past experiences...slip sometimes

<opentext> One cannot blame anyone else when they come up short. for God has made His gift available to all! Today, you have the choice to walk and operate in His love, regardless what anyone else is doing.
