Yet, how often do people think that God

has made a guessing game out of it? Or, that He only gives it to a few people?

<disciple> most do

<helpmate> He is no respecter of persons

<chosen> many think that He only has a select few that He will give to

<diligently> all have been given the same measure

<at-peace> you have not because you ask not.... a lot of times we think we have to figure out what Father is talking about in His Word instead of asking for the answer and then being patient to listen that we may receive it

<opentext> Mark 4:13 And he said unto them, Know ye not this parable? and how then will ye know all parables? 14 The sower soweth the word. (KJV)

<opentext> Faith, is by hearing, obeying and living the Message that has been delivered by and through Christ Jesus. And remember, that Paul said that it is the simplicity that is in Christ.

<opentext> Luke 10:19 Behold, I give unto you power to tread on serpents and scorpions, and over all the power of the enemy: and nothing shall by any means hurt you. 20 Notwithstanding in this rejoice not, that the spirits are subject unto you; but rather rejoice, because your names are written in heaven. 21 In that hour Jesus rejoiced in spirit, and said, I thank thee, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, that thou hast hid these things from the wise and prudent, and hast revealed them unto babes: even so, Father; for so it seemed good in thy sight. <helpmate> in the physical one is taught that only the smart ones will be learned and

succeed

<chosen> am learning to expect to see and understand more of the deeper things that

He has for me

<disciple> it's the wise and learned man, and those not seeking that believe that

<at-peace> a lot do, but Father's Word says the opposite.....

<at-peace> 1 Cor 1:26 For ye see your calling, brethren, how that not many wise men after the flesh, not many mighty, not many noble, are called: (KJV)

<opentext> And still, how many think that the signs and wonders justify their standing

with God?

<helpmate> most do believe that

<diligently> most do

<disciple> yes, most do

<chosen> most do

<at-peace> having begun in the spirit they have reverted to the flesh for their

justification

<opentext> How often does one still think at times...but God, if you would only show

me a sign, then i will believe more?

<chosen> when one is walking by sight not by faith

<helpmate> had done that in the past, but there are still a lot out there that do that

every day

<disciple> those who walk not by faith, but by sight

<opentext> And how many people know, or remember that the devil can appear as an

angel of light, and is able to counterfeit the signs and wonders as well?

<chosen> most forget that bit

<disciple> many get fooled when they do not allow the Holy Spirit to lead and guide...not exercised in discernment

<helpmate> most don't know that because they have never read for themselves

<diligently> the devil is out to destroy all he can

<opentext> The Sower sows the Word. It is by and through His Word that we are made that new creation. It is by and through His Word that we have the anointing of the Holy

One, and know all things. That His Spirit will lead and guide one into all of the truth of

His Word.

<opentext> 2 Cor 4:6 For God, who commanded the light to shine out of darkness, hath shined in our hearts, to give the light of the knowledge of the glory of God in the face of Jesus Christ. 7 But we have this treasure in earthen vessels, that the excellency of the

power may be of God, and not of us. (KJV)

<opentext> How often do people forget, that it is His power, Christ, that is the abiding

force within them?

<helpmate> Col 1:27 To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory: (KJV)

<disciple> most don't realize Christ is within them...at times, i have let that slip

<opentext> Now remember at the start of study, one of the verses we saw, was that the

Sower sows the Word. Now if one is sowing, there has to be seed.

<opentext> Gal 3:16 Now to Abraham and his seed were the promises made. He saith not, And to seeds, as of many; but as of one, And to thy seed, which is Christ. (KJV)

<opentext> The moment you were born again, the seed of Christ was placed within

you. Of His fulness you did receive. God gives you a full disclosure of all that is

contained within the gift of His Son. Yet, how often does one look for explanations of

the disclosure from everywhere but the Source?

<disciple> have done that, now, seek Father's wisdom first.....most of the time

<diligently> that is what most man do...run to and fro

<diligently> that is what the world teaches us to do

<at-peace> without a vision of the Source the people will perish because of lack of

nutrition which can only come from Father...the pure Word and living waters

<opentext> Unto you it is given to know, the mystery of the kingdom of God. Yet, how

easy is it for the lower nature to want to guess and assume, rather then seeking God, and being still, until they hear and glean all of His counsel?

<disciple> the lower nature doesn't have patience

<diligently> many time my flesh wants answers fast

<opentext> You have this Treasure within an earthen vessel. What you do with it is totally up to you. One must remember, that God so loved the world, that He made this

treasure available to every being born of the water. Yet few, very few will choose to

partake of His new life, and even fewer will choose to continue in it to the end.

<opentext> God has made available a full disclosure of the Gift, and the instructions for

proper utilization of it. Today, you are able to be a partaker of His divine nature, to be

one of His children. Only you are able to determine the path that you will choose to

follow.

<opentext> I Jn 5:20 And we know that the Son of God is come, and hath given us an

understanding, that we may know him that is true, and we are in him that is true, even

in his Son Jesus Christ. This is the true God, and eternal life. (KJV)
