8 This persuasion cometh not of him that calleth you. 9 A little leaven leaveneth the whole lump. (KJV)

<opentext> How often does one consider, that when they have strayed from the truth or strait and narrow path, that this was caused by listening to wrong words, which convinced one to be turned from the truth?

<opentext> As greg brought up in the opening prayer, that one has to receive, that is hear and obey the Message delivered to us by and through Christ Jesus, in order to be one of His. Yet, how many things around us during any given day, try to persuade us from following or living this Message?

<greg> was just thinking of the verse in Rms8:35, who shall separate us 

<h-d> almost everything out there....anything that is not of Father

<disciple> if i allow it, satan will distract me every minute of the day with external circumstances or happenings

<greg> again, we are given the choice

<opentext> Evil communications, corrupts or convinces in the wrong direction good morals or conduct. Does one always give thought to all of the people, places and things around us each day, that try to persuade us from following this Message?

<h-d> not always

<chosen> no

<disciple> not always

<greg> even those that claim to be of God, are some of the devils most diligent workers

<at-peace> not always

<opentext> Even the devil and his workers can appear as an angel of light. Thus why you, the believer has to be able to rightly divide the Word of truth, so that you are able to discern between good and evil.

 

<opentext> Gal 3:1-2 1 O foolish Galatians, who hath bewitched you, that ye should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ hath been evidently set forth, crucified among you?
2 This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?  (KJV)

<opentext> Even though Paul uses the strong word "bewitched" here, would it not be much the same as someone persuading?

<h-d> yes <disciple> yes <chosen> yes

<opentext> Unless one is always aware of what is going on, won't even our senses try to persuade us to follow different things?

<h-d> yes

<disciple> yes...walking by sight, rather than by faith

<opentext> Walking by faith, and not by sight or the senses! Let God be true, and every man a liar. One has to know His voice, so that they are sure of that which they are following.

<at-peace> yes, rightly dividing what we hear whether it is of truth or not... having our senses exercised to discern between good and evil.. paying attention

<opentext> Phil 1:6  6
Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ:  (KJV)

<opentext> Confident in this verse, is the same greek word as persuaded. One has to develop a trust or confidence in that which Father has started within them. Yet, as one hears the Word of truth, and see the importance of it, the devil comes immediately by any means, to persuade you that what you are hearing is not for you.

<opentext> Didn't Peter even try to persuade the Lord that it was not necessary for Him to lay down His life?

<disciple> yes <at-peace> yes

<opentext> How often do the people closest to us, try to persuade us not to hear and obey the truth?

<at-peace> more often than we may give attention too.. and why we should be instant in season and out of season

<chosen> often

<opentext> Anything that is not of the truth, is a persuasion that is trying to move one away from God and His kingdom. Yet, how often does one think that it is only a little thing, and thus do not give much heed to it?

<h-d> too often cause the seed has already been planted, and if we give thought to it it can grow

<opentext> Or, one may even try to justify what they said or did, saying that their intentions or motives were not bad, and it was not that big of a thing?

<h-d> that sounds like riding the fence

<disciple> have been on that fence a time or two

<opentext> In the case of Nicodemus or King Agrippa, that which got them going the wrong direction was little or small when it first started, yet when it was given the means to grow and develop, by the time the truth was presented to them, it prevented or persuaded them not to accept Father's reconciliation. A little leaven though so small in quantity, does affect the whole of the lump. if given the opportunity.

<opentext> Faith is by hearing the Message delivered to you, by and through Christ Jesus. You have to be convinced that God's Word is true, no one else can do it for you. As greg brought up earlier, who shall separate us from the love of God? Only you can remove yourself from His kingdom. Only you can allow wrong words to persuade you from following the truth.

<opentext> Today, how convinced are you of the good work that He has begun in you?
