Bible Study Sunday 18 May 2003

Each person would like to think that they never have a conflict or struggle with God or His Word. Yet, each person in some area of their life, will have a conflict or struggle between the lower nature and the divine nature, and allowing it (the divine nature, Christ in you the hope of glory) to be the chief of operations in their life. How do you respond or react when you come into conflict with God and His Word?

John 3:3-5 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. 5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God.(KJV)

Jesus Christ tells us plainly that one must be born again to see or enter the kingdom of God. Yet, how many people rely on religious tradition and doctrine, thinking it will get them to heaven?

Philippians 4:19 But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus. (KJV)

How often does one try to do things without God’s counsel and His provisions? How often does one try to impress God by attempting to do and accomplish things themselves, rather than utilizing that which Father has, and knows what is best for the situation? 

Matthew 8:17 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, and bare our sicknesses. (KJV)
