Bible Study Monday 19 May 2003

In today’s study, we are going to go a bit deeper into Sunday’s study.

Each person would like to think that they never have a conflict or struggle with God or His Word. Yet, each person in some area of their life, will have a conflict or struggle between the lower nature and the divine nature, and allowing it (the divine nature, Christ in you the hope of glory) to be the chief of operations in their life. How do you respond or react when you come into conflict with God and His Word?

John 3:3-5 Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. 5 Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. (KJV)

Jesus Christ tells us plainly that one must be born again to see or enter the kingdom of God. Yet, how many people rely on religious tradition and doctrine, thinking it will get them to heaven? 

After the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world: this plainly reflects upon the Jewish pedagogy or economy, as well as the Pagan learning. The Jews governed themselves by the traditions of their elders and the rudiments or elements of the world, the rites and observances which were only preparatory and introductory to the gospel state; the Gentiles mixed their maxims of philosophy with their Christian principles; and both alienated their minds from Christ. Those who pin their faith on other men's sleeves, and walk in the way of the world, have turned away from following after Christ. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

Colossians 2:11 In whom also ye are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, in putting off the body of the sins of the flesh by the circumcision of Christ: (KJV)
In Christ we are circumcised with the circumcision made without hands, by the work of regeneration in us, which is the spiritual or Christian circumcision. (From Matthew Henry's Commentary)

Philippians 4:19 But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus. (KJV)

Colossians 1:27 To whom God would make known what is the riches of the glory of this mystery among the Gentiles; which is Christ in you, the hope of glory: (KJV)
We have been blessed with ALL spiritual blessings, in Christ Jesus. God is a Spirit. His Word is Spirit and it is life. By His Word the worlds were formed. So then, if He has blessed you with ALL spiritual blessings in Christ Jesus, what are you lacking to do that which he asks of you?

How often does one try to do things without God’s counsel and His provisions? How often does one try to impress God by attempting to do and accomplish things themselves, rather than utilizing that which Father has, and knows that which is best for the situation? 

Matthew 8:17 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, and bare our sicknesses. (KJV)

Has it been done? Has it been accomplished? Is God a man that He should lie? (Psalms 119:89-91, Isaiah 53:3-5, 1 Peter 2:24)

He has delivered us from the power of darkness. He has translated us into the kingdom of His Son. Now, it is a matter of one developing their faith, the measure of the gift of Christ which they received when they were born again of the Spirit. Learning to access all that which is yours as His child.

How often do you have a conflict with God and His Word? Isn’t today, the time to eliminate those conflicts you may have with God? Tomorrow could be to late!
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
