Bible Study Tuesday 20 May 2003

Each person would like to think that they never have a conflict or struggle with God or His Word. Yet, each person in some area of their life, will have a conflict or struggle between the lower nature and the divine nature, and allowing it (the divine nature, Christ in you the hope of glory) to be the chief of operations in their life. How do you respond or react when you come into conflict, disagreement, or rebellion with God and His Word?

Conflicts arise, when one doubts their relationship with Father by and through Christ Jesus.

Yesterday, we were talking about how conflicts can enter into one’s basic beliefs. We were looking at how from the basics of first believing, and how man made traditions, rituals and doctrines can get in the way of those basic beliefs and cause conflict in and with our relationship with Father. If He is the vine, and we are the branches, that union in and with Him must remain for us to be able to replicate the same fruit as He did. This is not a point of arbitration. 

We also looked at how man with his many different ideas, tries to tell God how and when and where He can supply their wants or needs, and thus present conflicts in their life.

We have been blessed with ALL spiritual blessings, in Christ Jesus. God is a Spirit. His Word is Spirit and it is life. By His Word the worlds were formed. So then, if He has blessed you with ALL spiritual blessings in Christ Jesus, what are you lacking to do that which He asks of you?

How often does one try to do things without God’s counsel and His provisions? How often does one try to impress God by attempting to do and accomplish things themselves, rather than utilizing that which Father has, and knows is best for the situation? 

Matthew 8:17 That it might be fulfilled which was spoken by Esaias the prophet, saying, Himself took our infirmities, and bare our sicknesses. (KJV)

Has it been done? Has it been accomplished? Is God a man that He should lie? (Psalms 119:89-91, Isaiah 53:3-5, 1 Peter 2:24)

He has delivered us from the power of darkness. He has translated us into the kingdom of His Son. Now, it is a matter of one developing their faith, the measure of the gift of Christ which they received when they were born again of the Spirit. Learning to access all that which is yours as His child.

Let’s say you were working on a masterpiece; the question is, how much attention to detail would you give? You are that masterpiece, and the more attention to every little detail you give to your life, the better you are able to present yourself to God that living sacrifice that will be fully acceptable to Him.

How often do you have a conflict (ignoring the details) with God and His Word? Isn’t today, the time to eliminate those conflicts you may have with God? Tomorrow could be to late!
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
