Bible Study Wednesday 28 May 2003

Are you in a conflict or struggle with that which God says, and His Word proclaims? As we talked about yesterday, that if any person be in Christ, they are a new creation. The old identity is gone, and we are now identified with Father by our union in Christ. However, many do struggle with this, they have an identity crisis.

John 14:12 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father. (KJV)

John 14:12 In most solemn truth I tell you that he who trusts in me - the things which I do he shall do also; and greater things than these he shall do, because I am going to the Father. (Weymouth's New Testament)
John 14:12 I most solemnly say to you, whoever perseveres in believing in me can himself do the things that I am doing; yes, he can do even greater things than I am doing, because I am going to the Father. (William's New Testament)
John 14:12 In solemn truth I tell you, anyone believing in me shall do the same miracles I have done, and even greater ones, because I am going to be with the Father. You can ask him for anything, using my name, and I will do it, for this will bring praise to the Father because of what I, the Son, will do for you. (TLB)

From the different translations, we are able to see that we have to trust in Him, persevere in His Word, believe that Jesus of Nazareth is indeed the son of man indwelt by Christ the Son of God. (Acts 10:38) 

How often do you have a conflict with the fact that you are able to do the works that Jesus Christ of Nazareth did? Why does this present a conflict with you?

Mark 16:17 And these signs shall follow them that believe; (KJV)

For others, the fact that He says that we will do greater miracles than He, presents a conflict. Why is it so hard to understand that Christ within us, is the power and wisdom of God?
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
