Galatians 2:20-21 I am crucified with Christ: nevertheless I live; yet not I, but Christ liveth in me: and the life which I now live in the flesh I live by the faith of the Son of God, who loved me, and gave himself for me. 21 I do not frustrate the grace of God: for if righteousness come by the law, then Christ is dead in vain. (KJV)

Galatians 2:20 I have been crucified with Christ, so it is no longer I who am living, but it is Christ who is living in me; and the life I am now living in the flesh, I am living in the faith of the Son of God who loved me and gave himself up for me. (Montgomery New Testament)
Because of the new birth, I am now able to be identified with Christ. The ability to overcome the conflict between the old nature and the new nature abides within us. It is all a matter of whether one chooses to believe the truth or the lie. To follow after the Word or the world.
