Weymouth's New Testament

Hebrews 10:32 But continually recall to mind the days now past, when on being first enlightened you went through a great conflict and many sufferings.

Weymouth's New Testament

Hebrews 10:33 This was partly through allowing yourselves to be made a public spectacle amid reproaches and persecutions, and partly through coming forward to share the sufferings of those who were thus treated.

<opentext> Does one always recall the conflict that they have had with the evidence that God has presented to them, as they have continued their walk with God?

<disciple> not always <chosen> no <h-d> no

<opentext> When is it that one has the peace of God in their heart? Isn't it when one no longer has a conflict, with that which God has asked of them?

<chosen> yes <at-peace> yes <disciple> yes <h-d> yes

<opentext> So then, when we are lacking God's peace within our heart, why is it that one does not recognize that they have entered a conflict with the evidence that God has presented to them of His existence, and His plan for reconciliation?

<disciple> either they are ignoring the evidence or the heart has become hardened to conviction by the Holy Spirit

<chosen> not able to discern, because the conflict and distractions have been able to cloud our vision

<opentext> Doesn't one often try to falsify the evidence, to try to blame someone or something other then themselves as well?

<disciple> yep <h-d> justify themselves

Weymouth's New Testament

Ephesians 6:12 For ours is not a conflict with mere flesh and blood, but with the despotisms, the empires, the forces that control and govern this dark world - the spiritual hosts of evil arrayed against us in the heavenly warfare.

<greg> falsify the evidence with doctrines of man…or should say denominations as well

<opentext> How often does one take it out on other people, places or things, and forget that the conflict is a spiritual thing, in an attempt to discredit Father's evidence of restoration?

<disciple> we either blame the physical and do not take the responsibility that it is our choice to come against Father

<h-d> most can not hear Father's voice so they are in a state of confusion and take it out on others

<chosen^> the flesh wants to blame that which it can see around it

<greg> Rom 2:15Which shew the work of the law written in their hearts, their conscience also bearing witness, and their thoughts the mean while accusing or else excusing one another;) (KJV)

<greg> they interpret things to fit their lifestyles

<opentext> So if one is not sure of Father's voice, how can they or will they, trust, rely upon, or act upon the evidence that He presents?

<disciple> they cannot <chosen^> they can't

<disciple> His sheep hear His voice...and trust Him

<opentext> When is it that you have a conflict with His Word? That is, any time that you struggle with that which He asks of you?

<disciple> yep <h-d> yes

<opentext> Why is it that at any time, you may struggle with that which He asks of you? Why should there be a conflict?

<greg> the spirit is willing, its getting the flesh in agreement

<h-d> it is the flesh that is doing the struggling

<disciple> what bro. and sis said

<h-d> the flesh is weak

<opentext> So the cravings of the lower nature, that one had trained so diligently in, now cause one to have a conflict with the truth.

Weymouth's New Testament

Galatians 5:16 This then is what I mean. Let your lives be guided by the Spirit, and then you will certainly not indulge the cravings of your lower natures.

<opentext> So then what you are saying, that any time that you neglect, ignore or set aside the evidence God's Spirit presents to you, that you rebel against God's authority, and allow the falsified evidence to guide you

<disciple> yep <h-d> yes <chosen^> yes, opposition against Father's Word

<opentext> Rom 1:22 Professing themselves to be wise, they became fools, 23 And changed the glory of the uncorruptible God into an image made like to corruptible man, and to birds, and fourfooted beasts, and creeping things. (KJV)

<opentext> So we can see that conflict begins, any time we ignore or neglect the evidence that God presents to us of His plan of restoration. However, since we know that this is the only way to eternal life, why does one continue to ignore it?

<disciple> we allow the lower nature to rule, rather than being obedient to Father and His Word

<opentext> Col 3:14 And above all these things put on charity, which is the bond of perfectness. 15 And let the peace of God rule in your hearts, to the which also ye are called in one body; and be ye thankful. 16 Let the word of Christ dwell in you richly

<opentext> Paul tells us to think on the things that keep you in agreement with God and His evidence, to eliminate any conflict in your life. This is what will keep the peace of God in your heart this day.
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
