 <ready2> Acts 10:38 How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power: who went about doing good, and healing all that were oppressed of the devil; for God was with him. <ready2> (KJV) 

<ready2> God anointed and provided Jesus of Nazareth, with the holy ghost, and the power to run the course set before him. the same power that he was furnished with, is the same provisions Father has provided for us, as believers. the same anointing, that allowed Him to endure the cross, is what is available, and needed if we are to endure to the end 

<ready2> I Jn 2:20-21 But ye have an unction from the Holy One, and ye know all things. 
I have not written unto you because ye know not the truth, but because ye know it, and that no lie is of the truth. (KJV)

<ready2> this same unction, anointing, is what is to be our guide, and because of this, we know the truth which will set and keep of free. yes helpmate 
<helpmate> because we have the unction of the Holy One. it is all there, all we have to do is accept it and use it 

<helpmate> 1 Cor 1:24 But unto them which are called, both Jews and Greeks, Christ the power of God, and the wisdom of God. (KJV)

<ready2> I Jn 2:27 But the anointing which ye have received of him abideth in you, and ye need not that any man teach you: but as the same anointing teacheth you of all things, and is truth, and is no lie, and even as it hath taught you, ye shall abide in him. (KJV) 

<ready2> what this anointing of the spirit did, was give this man Jesus of Nazareth, the strength and ability, to accomplish the work of Father, and yet sin not. and by letting this be our guide, and strength, we also are able to abide in him, and continue in the path that leads us home

a primary verb; to stay (in a given place, state, relation or expectancy): 
< KJV-- abide, continue, dwell, endure, be present, remain, stand, tarry (for), X thine own.

<ready2> to stay in a given place, to remain on the course set before us, to walk in the spirit, and not be swayed by the desires of the flesh which will allow us to endure to the end 

<ready2> John 8:28-29 Then said Jesus unto them, When ye have lifted up the Son of man, then shall ye know that I am he, and that I do nothing of myself; but as my Father hath taught me, I speak these things. And he that sent me is with me: the Father hath not left me alone; for I do always those things that please him. (KJV) 

<ready2> by allowing the spirit to be his guide, He himself was able to remain and endure the sufferings of the flesh, and to make a very bold statement, i do always those things that please him 
<diligently> o/ 
<ready2> yes judy 
<diligently> and how do we know just what all the things are that please Father? by reading his word and our heart? we make a mistake thinking some times, well now what do we think Father would like, but really with that, we are not asking Him. 
<ready2> by studying to show ourselves approved unto God, seeking first his will and desire for our lives, the peace of God is what keeps our hearts and minds, being in accord and like minded with him 

<ready2> Phil 4:7 And the peace of God, which passeth all understanding, shall keep your hearts and minds through Christ Jesus. (KJV) 

<ready2> the peace of God is an indication, that we are doing the will of the Father, and letting His spirit be our guiding and determining factor in our walk 

<ready2> Col 3:15 And let the peace of God rule in your hearts, to the which also ye are called in one body; and be ye thankful. (KJV) 

<ready2> the same thing here, letting the peace of God be the controlling factor in our lives

<opentext> How God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost and with power:

<ready2> Rom 8:16-17 The Spirit itself beareth witness with our spirit, that we are the children of God: And if children, then heirs; heirs of God, and joint-heirs with Christ; if so be that we suffer with him, that we may be also glorified together. (KJV) 

<opentext> Leonard, Father caused the conception of Jesus of Nazareth by the Holy Spirit and put in the new heart which would be able to accept the power of God Christ. the Holy Spirit has to put the new heart in, before one is ready to accept Christ in their heart 
<ready2> the spirit bears witness to our spirit, confirming in us, that we are the children of God 
 <opentext> Leonard. it is then as we have Christ within our heart, we are now able to hear Father through His Word, and then apply it to our life

<ready2> and by letting his spirit bear witness with ours, that is where the peace of God is able to be the ruling and controlling factor in our lives. the peace, is a confirmation, that we are in the will of God, and on the course He has set before us

<ready2> and by letting his spirit bear witness with ours, we are able to see and understand the inheritance he has provided for us 

<ready2> John 16:13 Howbeit when he, the Spirit of truth, is come, he will guide you into all truth: for he shall not speak of himself; but whatsoever he shall hear, that shall he speak: and he will shew you things to come. (KJV) 

<ready2> as we see here too, letting the spirit be our guide, as well as taking the time to hear the instruction, which will show us the path he has chosen for us this day. like we touched on the other day, faith comes by hearing, hearing the instruction of the Father through the spirit 

<ready2> John 16:14-15 He shall glorify me: for he shall receive of mine, and shall shew it unto you. All things that the Father hath are mine: therefore said I, that he shall take of mine, and shall shew it unto you. (KJV) 

<diligently> o/ 
<ready2> the spirit will take the instruction of Father, and will show it to us, in a way that will make it clear and understandable. yes judy 
<diligently> we have a hard time just sitting and waiting for an answer, but this is a step in our training we must learn to do, right? 

<ready2> Isa 40:31 But they that wait upon the LORD shall renew their strength; they shall mount up with wings as eagles; they shall run, and not be weary; and they shall walk, and not faint. (KJV) 

<diligently> yes PYL     some times the simple things are the most hardest to be trained in. 
<ready2> yes, training, letting His word renew us, so that we can run the race, with the strength of His spirit

<ready2> learning to be still, and know that He is God 

<ready2> John 14:26 But the Comforter, which is the Holy Ghost, whom the Father will send in my name, he shall teach you all things, and bring all things to your remembrance, whatsoever I have said unto you. (KJV) 

<ready2> the spirit is also a comforter, in time of need, and will be there to bring all the witnesses of His word that we are compassed with, to remembrance, to help restore the peace with Father. it is there to teach and guide us, to lead us in the path of righteousness, and keep us on course 

<ready2> 2 Tim 3:16-17 All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: That the man of God may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto all good works. (KJV) 

<ready2> as a man of God, we have all the provisions and the equipment through His spirit, to continue unto all good works 

<ready2> I Jn 4:4 Ye are of God, little children, and have overcome them: because greater is he that is in you, than he that is in the world. (KJV) 

<ready2> greater, or stronger is the spirit that is within us, and the more we rely on His guidance and the power that is available through the spirit, the more effective we will become in our walk 

<ready2> Phil 1:6 Being confident of this very thing, that he which hath begun a good work in you will perform it until the day of Jesus Christ: (KJV)

<ready2> being confident of this, that He that begun the work in us, is able to complete, finish, and accomplish the course set for us. and by letting His spirit be our guide, always looking to Him as the author and finisher of faith, we can run this race to the finnish. any questions or comments? we will close here today
