 <ready-fish> Eph 1:17-18 That the God of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Father of glory, may give unto you the spirit of wisdom and revelation in the knowledge of him:The eyes of your understanding being enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope of his calling, and what the riches of the glory of his inheritance in the saints, (KJV)

<ready-fish> I Jn 3:2-3 Beloved, now are we the sons of God, and it doth not yet appear what we shall be: but we know that, when he shall appear, we shall be like him; for we shall see him as he is.And every man that hath this hope in him purifieth himself, even as he is pure. (KJV) 

<ready-fish> yes, by having this hope, it allows us to endure. knowing what the end result is 

<ready-fish> Heb 11:6 But without faith it is impossible to please him: for he that cometh to God must believe that he is, and that he is a rewarder of them that diligently seek him. (KJV)

and finish the work, knowing what awaited Him in the end

<diligently> how do we learn all that we are in Christ Jesus? and why does it have to be such a slow process? my flesh wants to read and get as much of Father in one day as we can. (or maybe it is not my flesh, it is my love for Father), and we want all we can get from him, now. we do, we want every thing now. we think we do anyway. at times we do. we are learning to be joyful and grateful. as to right were Father has me.

<now-faith> greg, earlier when you were talking about His joy. what we were hearing is that we have already been blessed with all spiritual blessings, we are seated in heavenly places in Christ etc. So, just as Father sits outside the realm of time, and we abide in the Spirit, so should we in the sense of realizing all that we have received in Christ *today* and that would be our joy that would enable us to rise above and remain in Him throughout any and all things. was seeing rev 21:4 as being now as well, so long as we are abiding in Him, former things are passed away, behold all things are new
