<opentext> <opentext> (KJV)

<opentext> another thing that we can see in this verse, is the deep love and concern that Paul has for the Philippians, in sending to them, the minister that he trusts the most

<opentext> and this is further shown in the next 2 verses

<opentext> Phil 2:20-21

<opentext> 20For I have no man likeminded, who will naturally care for your state.

<opentext> 21For all seek their own, not the things which are Jesus Christ's.

<opentext> (KJV)

<opentext> what is interesting to note is

<opentext> that after about 25 years in the ministry....that Paul has only one other minister that is like-minded

<opentext> how many of us would have thought that after 25 years, Paul would have a few more than that that he could trust?

<at-peace> you would tend to think so

<mizpah^> i sure would think he would have

<opentext> we have this idea and notion, that Christianity was much larger than it was.....

<Angel36>  you're right there.....at least in numbers

<opentext> exactly

<Angel36> we think that it's tough to spread the word today....look at back then!

<opentext> also...note in verse 21.....for all seek their own...what do you think Paul means by this?

<mizpah^> they want to please themselves before they care about pleasing God

<at-peace> seek their own gain, in this world

<Angel36> sounds familiar in my case

<mizpah^> they want the people to give to them, but they are not willing to give to God...time, allegience, etc.

<opentext> 1 Tim 6:10-11

<Angel36> but seek first His kingdom...

<opentext> 10For the love of money is the root of all evil: which while some coveted after, they have erred from the faith, and pierced themselves through with many sorrows.

<opentext> 11But thou, O man of God, flee these things; and follow after righteousness, godliness, faith, love, patience, meekness.

<opentext> exactly angel

<opentext> this is what we see Paul telling Timothy in his letter to him.....

<opentext> note...that while some have coveted after...they have pierced themselves through....with many sorrows

<mizpah^> they havn't got the armor to stop the firey darts that they allow to pierce them

<opentext> what is the greater miracle.......feeding 5000 men plus the women and children with a $50000 ministry bank account....or doing it with a few loaves and fishes??

<mizpah^> defintely doing it with a few loaves and fishes

<at-peace> doing it with a few loaves and fishes

<Angel36> like the woman that only gave her only coin

<mizpah^> exactly angel...per larry

<opentext> what we so often fail to see and hear, is the example that Jesus Christ set for each and every believer....and what is that example??

<Angel36> giving of himself

<mizpah^> to do and say only the things that Father says and does

<opentext> ok...and do you have a verse for that

<at-peace> to always hear and obey the Holy Spirit

<opentext> @read john 14:12

<ChatBot> (john 14:12) -- Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that believeth on me, the works that I do shall he do also; and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father.

<opentext>  the works that I do shall he do also;

<opentext> how many of us really hear all that is in that evrse??

<opentext> if you believe on Him.......then.... the works that I do shall you do also;

<mizpah^> it holds a lot of promise and we have the power to do what Jesus Christ did...We have access to Father through Jesus Christ

<opentext> how many of us ever think of doing the works that Jesus Christ did?

<mizpah^> i think about it

<Angel36> I stay in the comfort zone

<at-peace> if you believe on Jesus Christ, you have the measure of faith to also learn to walk the straight and narrow path to Fathers house as he did

<at-peace> i think about it also

<opentext> lol...angel...we all have a tendency to stay in a comfort zone

<at-peace> he authored and finished the measure of faith, and our walk with all the instruction we need in Gods Word... the Bible

<opentext> note the 2nd part of the verse......and greater works than these shall he do; because I go unto my Father.

<opentext> as Father has me teach....it is always fun to watch the peoples reaction on the first half of the verse......because they become even more startled, when they see that it says that we should do greater works then Him

<opentext> what can you do greater then what Jesus Christ did???

<mizpah^> point others to Father through Jesus Christ...by the guidance of the  Holy Spirit

<at-peace> bring one more to Father thru the saving knowledge of Jesus Christ

<opentext> exactly

<opentext> since we know that no one could be born again until the day of Pentecost, the day the Holy Spirit was sent

<opentext> this is the greatest miracle that there is, being born-again by the Spirit of God

<opentext> @read 2corinthians 5:17

<ChatBot> (2corinthians 5:17) -- Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new.

<Angel36> so we must be born of the spirit

<opentext> this should always be the focus of all that we do for the kingdom of God, that we would have but one more earnestly ask us of the hope that is within us...

<opentext> exactly angel

<Angel36> being water baptize is just an outward sign right

<opentext> @read john 3:3

<ChatBot> (john 3:3) -- Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.

<at-peace> yes, angel

<opentext> we have to recognize that water baptism was of the law...and note what Jesus Christ Himself said

<ChatBot> (acts 1:5) -- For John truly baptized with water; but ye shall be baptized with the Holy Ghost not many days hence.

<ChatBot> (galatians 3:13) -- Christ hath redeemed us from the curse of the law, being made a curse for us: for it is written, Cursed is every one that hangeth on a tree:

<opentext> the thing that we forget, is that there were many things that we have been taught wrong....and until we know the Word....we can not be free from the things that held us in bondage

<Angel36> in a figure of speach...we hung with Him??

<opentext> He carried everything for us......all of our transgressions went with Him to the cross and the grave, so we would not have to

<opentext> it is by acknowledging what He did in our behalf, that we are crucified with Him

<opentext> does that explain it angel?

<Angel36> yes indeed thanks

<opentext> how many of us here would like to have to live under the old law?

<Angel36> no way

<at-peace> not me... no way

<mizpah^> never

<mizpah^> the law of faith, i'll live under

<opentext> Gal 4:4-5

<opentext> 4But when the fulness of the time was come, God sent forth his Son, made of a woman, made under the law,

<opentext> 5To redeem them that were under the law, that we might receive the adoption of sons.

<opentext> 17For we are not as many, which corrupt the word of God: but as of sincerity, but as of God, in the sight of God speak we in Christ.

<opentext> 1) to be a retailer, to peddle 

<opentext> 2) to make money by selling anything 

<opentext> a) to get sordid gain by dealing in anything, to do a thing for base gain 

<opentext> b) to "trade" (traffic) in the word of God; 

<opentext> to try to get base gain by teaching divine truth 

<opentext> c) to corrupt, to adulterate; 

<opentext> peddlers were in the habit of adulterating their commodities for the sake of gain

<opentext> that is the def...for corrupt

<mizpah^> oh, like selling tapes of sermons...inspired by God?

<opentext> note in this book to the Corinthians... Paul says that we are not as many

<opentext> b) to "trade" (traffic) in the word of God;

<opentext> <opentext> to try to get base gain by teaching divine truth

<opentext> so we see Paul telling us here, that many were using the Word of God to make personal gain from

<Angel36> so we must be doers of the word and not talkers

<at-peace> yep

<mizpah^> got a bunch of talkers, but not many workers in the field

<opentext> here again, if we stop to think that this is only about 27 years after Jesus Christ has left this earth, and already Paul already makes a bold statement, that many are corrupting the Word of God

<at-peace> everyone wants to supervise... but don

<at-peace> 't want to partake of the work

<opentext> and how much do you think that this has grown some 1900+ years later??

<Angel36> similar to living a double-standard

<opentext> excatly

<mizpah^> as the population grows...more of these type of people are prevelant

<CLIP> we are the work, fore Christ lives in us

<at-peace> things seem worse 

<Angel36> growing up I had a religion but not a relationship

<mizpah^> absolutely...same here, angel

<opentext> and religion means ...outward sign......

<CrossBear> Yes 

<Angel36> I followed all of the motion but had no emotion

<opentext> Christ is an inward act....a new creation in Christ,,,born of the Spirit...not of works lest any man should boast

<CLIP> Many today borrow others Christianty
