<patience> because they were looking to Paul instead of Jesus Christ

<patience> or Father through Jesus Christ

<michie> they were clinging onto Paul's faith, rideing his coat tails

<opentext> so then...they had not allowed the Word of God to grow in them....

<at-peace> they were relying on Paul more than Father

<opentext> 5046  teleios (tel'-i-os); in various applications of labor, growth,  mental and moral character,

<michie> they were still on the milk

<michie> those who are still on the milk are still dependant upon someone to feed them that milk

<michie> especially when I whine about living with an unbeliever and hear paul saying...no man stood with me

<patience> by focusing on the prize of the high calling in God

<at-peace> by the renewing of his mind in the Word of God daily

<at-peace> looking forward to His salvation... His prize

<opentext> every time we come against an obstacle, we have 2 choices

<opentext> we can look for God's deliverance..or we can grumble and mumble

<patience> and we usually do the latter

<opentext> yes...most of the time we focus on the obstacle...

<opentext> we acknowledge the mountain, rather then He that brought down the mountain tops

<opentext> why do we focus on the obstacle?

<patience> because that is what we see immediately

<opentext> no...we do not have to receive it, but most of the time we do

<opentext> can remember one time was getting ready to do the weekly Bible study, and my voice appeared to be very raspy....and before the study someone asked me what was wrong with my voice

<opentext> i had a choice here...

<opentext> to sign for the devils lie

<opentext> or to answer as Father suggested...

<opentext> i asked the person what was wrong with their hearing....and was able to teach that night without a problem

<opentext> people will challenge what we know of the Word, they will act as an emissary of the devil without knowing it

<michie> signing the manifest

<opentext> we have to hold fast OUR profession of faith without wavering

<opentext> exactly michie

<patience> how do they do it without knowing it?

<patience> never mind...

<opentext> if we sign the manifest, or bill of lading, we will get what is in the package

<at-peace> because to the flesh, nothing that Father says is pleasing

<opentext> let us look at this pasage, and hear what Paul was saying....

<opentext> Gal 3:1-3

<opentext> 1O foolish Galatians, who hath bewitched you, that ye should not obey the truth, before whose eyes Jesus Christ hath been evidently set forth, crucified among you?

<opentext> 2This only would I learn of you, Received ye the Spirit by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith?

<opentext> 3Are ye so foolish? having begun in the Spirit, are ye now made perfect by the flesh?

<opentext> do you think this was a pleasant message for Paul to have to deliver??

<patience> no

<at-peace> nope

<patience> or to receive

<opentext> every time we challenge Father's Word...are we not reverting to be led by the flesh??

<opentext> for so many years, we have been led by  things other then the Word, and we still have many weeds in our spiritual gardens

michie is now known as Now_Faith

<opentext> it is only by the Word, that we are able to uproot those weeds

<patience> round-up don't work with these weeds

<opentext> 1 Cor 14:20, Brethren, be not children in understanding: howbeit in malice be ye children, but in understanding be men. (KJV)

<opentext> Heb 5:14, But strong meat belongeth to them that are of full age, even those who by reason of use have their senses exercised to discern both good and evil. (KJV)

<patience> xray them

<^Ro^> scan them

<at-peace> yes, to reveal the contents of your packages

<opentext> did you know that the Holy Spirit is our xray (discerner) for everything that comes our way??

<opentext> how often do we use all that Father has made available to us??? or do we wait till after the fact??

<at-peace> not always at the time

<patience> if we don't use the Holy Spirit to discern, we will get weak and not be able to use Him

<^Ro^> usually look back afterwards and realise we failed again!

<opentext> how about the devil getting you to carry a bomb aboard??  it can not only get you, but those around you

<patience> ouch!

<psalms> I've done that.

<opentext> what would happen to most of us here, if we did not eat for a week?

<at-peace> we would be weak

<patience> i'd starve

patience: *Now_Faith* so would taco bell

<opentext> when we fail to use the Holy Spirit as our teacher and our guide through the Word...what happens to us spiritually?

<patience> we lean to our own understanding...not good

<at-peace> we would become weak, not able to stand

<psalms> Your exactly right.  We be set up to be used maximumly by Satan.

<^Ro^> we get sick!

<opentext> whatever is not of faith is _____?

<patience> sin

<at-peace> sin

<at-peace> wages of sin, are death

<opentext> Rom 14:23

<opentext> faith: for whatsoever is not of faith is sin.

<opentext> (KJV)

<opentext> exactly

<opentext> Phil 3:15, Let us therefore, as many as be perfect, be thus minded: (KJV)

<at-peace> we are complete in Him, Christ Jesus

<opentext> so, what we can see Paul saying to us here, is that as you mature in the Word.....do not get lazy...but continue the race...never let up

<opentext> exactly Charlene

<opentext> and that is what we have to keep in mind, that He gave us all of the tools necessary to obtain the victory

<opentext> if we continue in the faith...grounded and settled

<at-peace> to obtain the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus

<opentext> 2 Tim 3:16-17, All scripture is given by inspiration of God, and is profitable for doctrine, for reproof, for correction, for instruction in righteousness: That the man of God may be perfect, throughly furnished unto all good works. (KJV)
