Knowing that each and every word that he speaks to us, will work for our good, if we will but hear and obey. So often when we pray…we leave ourselves dependent on someone else…rather then operating where we are in our walk with God.  Not all believe or operate where I do, so I do not let their unbelief over-ride my ability to believe and trust Father.  Thus, we can see Paul here operating the same way here......praying where he is at...not where others are.


<opentext> Philippians 4:19  "He shall do it, not only as your God, but as my God, who takes what is done to me as done to himself. You supplied my needs, according to your poverty; and he shall supply yours, according to his riches." But still it is by Christ Jesus; through him we have grace to do that which is good, and through him we must expect the reward of it. Not of debt, but of grace; for the more we do for God the more we are indebted to him, bec

<opentext> According to our ways, and according to our doings, so  hath he dealt with us.   According to our ways, that which is in our heart...and according to our  doings,  that which comes out of our mouth…this is what frames our world around us.  By our sayings, (what is in the heart is what comes out of the mouth), is what is going to make our world around us...since our words either justify or condemn us.

<opentext> So often...we limit God....and we pray that way.....Paul did not limit God....he said specifically...according to God's riches...not ours.  So often, we look at what we think we have...and then pray according to that.  

Paul did not limit God or tie His hands....Paul asked Father to bless these people from His abundance...not theirs.

<opentext> Will you limit Father this day???  Any questions from today??, or anything to share??  Monday...we will finish up verse 19.

<mizpah> Yes, can you reiterate everything from col. 2:2-3 to the end?
