<opentext> Phil 4:19, But my God shall supply We see what Paul is saying here...but we do not hear the full implications from most of the existing translations.  The word here for shall supply...in most other instances in the NT is transleated ...is fulfilled.  So this morning we are going to look at the break down of this word...and see all that we have received...just that most of us do not accept it.


<opentext> Shall supply…..4137  pleroo- 1) to make full, to fill up, that is, to fill to the full,  to cause to abound, to furnish or supply liberally;  I abound, I am liberally supplied.  Most Christians...are waiting for a further experience with the Holy Spirit.....they for some reason, think that God only gave them a little dab the day that that they were born again.

<opentext> Col 2:9-10 For in him dwelleth all the fulness of the Godhead bodily.


And ye are complete in him, which is the head of all principality and power:

<opentext> If we are complete in Him...what are you lacking?

<mizpah> nothing

<at-peace> nothing

<shama> nothing

<NowFaith> nothing from Father

<opentext> So then what it does come down to...is that we have to get our mind renewed with the Word.....so that we are able to release that which is the spirit man already.  If we do not act on the Word...what can Father do?

<at-peace> nothing

<opentext> Exactly...so when we sit there and cry to God...saying how bad things are for us...al He can do is agree with us...since that is the way that we have told Him things will be.  We have a choice...to agree or disagree with Father.  If we disagree...then we set ourself against the power of heaven...which is Christ Jesus. If we agree, then we allow Christ Jesus to work in our life.

<opentext> Have you ever told Father you could not do something?

<NowFaith> Well, a bit more as far as wisdom and knowledge through His Word...in which case I am not remembering that I have been given the unction of the Holy One. Yes.

<mizpah> My fault, not His.

<opentext> If you have it all....why would we tell Father we could not do it??? <opentext> shall supply....a) to fill to the top:

<at-peace> We are not trusting Father completely.

<opentext> Exactly....reacting in the flesh...rather then in the Spirit.

shall supply....b) to consummate (a number):  Looking for the one more that is lost...but looking for help.  At times i can hear Noah say....but there is plenty of room, but people became complacent of the impending doom.  People now-a-days say...God won't be that mean....but do not realize, that He has done all that He can.  What more can God give, then what He already has?

<NowFaith> If He spared not the natural branches. Nothing...His work is a finished one.

<at-peace> Nothing, His word is already settled in Heaven.

<opentext> shall supply....1) to make complete in every particular, to render perfect  Note...in every particular....did Father leave you lacking in anything???

<opentext> So, then we should be beginning to see why Paul said...But my God....shall supply...2) to carry through to the end, to accomplish, to carry out, (some undertaking)  When i see that Father would use someone like me.....i can see where it is some undertaking.....to bury the old man, and let the new man created in Christ Jesus have full control  If Noah had spent all of his time arguing with the protesters, the ark never would have got built.

shall supply.....c) to carry into effect, to bring to realization, to realize  

Each day coming into a further realization, of the operation of the Word in our life.

<NowFaith> Realizing = receiving all that has been given?

<opentext> yes michie....each day we should grow more aware of what has been made available to us

<opentext> shall supply....1) used of matters of duty: to perform, to execute  

We sometimes forget that John said that we are kings and priests.

<opentext> Rev 1:6 And hath made us kings and priests unto God and his Father; to him be glory and dominion for ever and ever. Amen. (KJV)


<opentext> Peter said we are a royal priesthood.


<opentext> 1 Pet 2:9 But ye are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, an holy nation, a peculiar people; that ye should shew forth the praises of him who hath called you out of darkness into his marvellous light: (KJV)


<opentext> shall supply....2) used of sayings, promises, prophecies, to bring to pass, to ratify, to accomplish  Every time we put Father's Word on the scene....we allow Him to ratify His contract with us.

<NowFaith> Ehat does ratify mean?

<opentext> To come in agreement with...to complete.

<NowFaith> ok

<opentext> shall supply....3) used to fulfil, that is, to cause God's will (as made known in the law) to be obeyed as it should be, and God's promises (given through the prophets) to receive fulfilment.  The OT was under the Mosaic law....in the NT we are under the law of faith.


<opentext> Romans 3:27 > Where is boasting then? It is excluded. By what law? of works? Nay: but by the law of faith. (KJV)


<opentext> Phil 4:19, But my God shall supply all your need. Ever wonder why the word here   need...is singular?

<mizpah> All we need is to realize Father is our source.

<NowFaith> There is only one need, salvation through Jesus Christ.

<opentext> Any time we hit a problem or a bump in the road....it is because we did not look to the source.

<opentext> We did not see ourselves as complete.  Put on the full armour of God...that ***you** may be able to stand.  We have to know and recognize our rights and authority in Christ Jesus....you can be assured that the devil will not help you in this area.  How often when we have a problem....do we try everything but the Word? 

<NowFaith> Sometimes very often...trying in our own will and strength.

<shama> often

<opentext> And when we operate in our own will...and our own knowledge...how hard is it to get turned around..let alone hear correction?

<NowFaith> Almost impossible at that immediate time.

<alimb> Some times , when we lean to our own understand and will and  not Father's.

<at-peace> It's not easy... we tend to make our journey around Mt. Sinai much longer.

<opentext> Many times when i am struggling...and Father uses someone else much younger in the Lord to correct me....that is when i want to rebel the most...because **i figure*** who are they...that they should tell me.  We have to remember...that we are the body of Christ....and it was not different for Paul...when Father asked him to go bring correction to the original disciples....what would you have thought...had you been in Pauls' shoes?

<at-peace> Are you sure you want me to tell them, Father.

<NowFaith> When it is from Father, one is at complete peace because it is His words, not ours.  Paul's flesh probably was very uncomfortable, but not his spirit man.

<mizpah> They would think, that i believe, i am holier than Thou.

<opentext> It is easy for us to make statements now...without having to confront the actual situation.

<alimb> Who me Father? they have had more time in your Word then i have.

<opentext> As it gets closer to the Lord's return for His Church...you can be assured, that it is not going to get any easier for the flesh.

<opentext> Matt 24:37-39 But as the days of Noe were, so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. For as in the days that were before the flood they were eating and drinking, marrying and giving in marriage, until the day that Noe entered into the ark, And knew not until the flood came, and took them all away; so shall also the coming of the Son of man be. (KJV)

<opentext> The Lord also asked if He would still find faith when He returned......and this is because few see that Father....has supplied all of our need.  Now we should be able to see why he stated....Phil 4:19, But my God shall supply all your need.

<NowFaith> When you were talking about us saying "I can't do..." and how we have basically tied Father's hands with that, I realized as I listened to Father this weekend, that when I would say "I can't see where I can have the kind of study time that I used to have"....that is exactly what happened, I couldn't see it.  Once I finally sought Father's guidance on how ...then my eyes of understanding were enlightened!

<mizpah> Heb 12:11 Now no chastening for the present seemeth to be joyous, but grievous: nevertheless afterward it yieldeth the peaceable fruit of righteousness unto them which are exercised thereby. (KJV)

<mizpah> When Paul went to correct the disciples, they are only peaceable after that correction if they are exercised by it...or accept it as being from Father and correct their actions.

<shama> I can't comprehend why *need* is singular....i used to read NIV version and so have always read that verse as *needs* up till now.

<mizpah> It is singular, because the only need we have is to recognize that Father is our source.

<helpmate> We have only one need....and that is of Christ Jesus.

<mizpah> If we do that, then knowing that He has completed the work, we know that everything has already been supplied to us. The only need we have is to recognize that, or receive that which He has already supplied.

<shama> ahh ok
