It gives a great force to what we say to others when we can appeal to what they have seen in us. And this is the way to have the God of peace with us while we are with him. (from Matthew Henry's Commentary).  In other words...what they saw in Paul...was what they got.....he was the same all of the time...no let up, no change.  This is the steadyness, or steadfastness that we need to develop in our walk with Him.

They are actors or role players...as they put on an act when others are around.....and as soon as the audience is gone...they go back to their old way of life.  We have to be doers (live of the Word), and hearers only.  We want to become as Paul was...where we can truly say...be followers of me...as i am of Christ.  Where we are constantly led by the Spirit of God, and not the flesh.

<opentext> Gal 1:6-9 I marvel that ye are so soon removed from him that called you into the grace of Christ unto another gospel: Which is not another; but there be some that trouble you, and would pervert the gospel of Christ. But though we, or an angel from heaven, preach any other gospel unto you than that which we have preached unto you, let him be accursed. As we said before, so say I now again, If any man preach any other gospel unto you than that ye have received, let him be accursed. (KJV)
