Unstable Mind

Job 42:1-2 Then Job answered the LORD, and said, (2) I know that thou canst do every thing, and that no thought can be withholden from thee. (KJV)

A clear spiritual vision comes from the mind of Christ and operating in it. Blurred vision as we talked about yesterday comes from an unstable mind, our old thinking or past experiences, one that is taking on thoughts that are contrary to the peace of God and what we have been given and promised of our Father through our Lord Jesus Christ and all that He did on our behalf.
As spoken by Job, there is no thought that can be withheld from the Lord. He knows and sees all things that are going on within our heart and mind.
In 1Kings 19:1-14 Elijah had been thinking and acting on the worst case scenario, operating with an unstable mind; anger, fear, and doubt entering in. We see the Lord conversing with him, asking him ‘what are you doing here?’ more than once, and Elijah answering him both times with what was in his heart and mind, yet not responding in faith. Gee…haven’t we done this same thing? Regardless of the external circumstances it is the still small voice of God that renews the mind with encouragement; but as we see, things did not change until Elijah heeded the words of the Lord; as is the same for us.
In the end, Elijah (1Kings 19:15-18), instead of remaining in the fear and doubt, he put it far from him having believed what the Lord had spoken to him, placed his trust and faith in the Lord and was obedient to that which was asked of Him. You see the unstable mind overtaken by confidence in the Lord and His word.
2 Timothy 1:7 For God hath not given us the spirit of fear; but of power, and of love, and of a sound mind. (KJV)
As is spoken, God gave us a sound mind, the mind of Christ; not only that but the Spirit of power and of love; all to be used to overcome imaginations and every high thing that tries to exalt itself against the knowledge of God.

My dearly loved brethren, put away from you the unstable mind, and operate in the Spirit of power, and of love, and of a sound mind which you have been blessed with in Christ. Trust the Lord with all your heart and lean not to your own understanding. God bless and stay stable in Christ.
