Source - 1) the beginning of a stream of water or the like 2) The origin; the first beginning 3) a person, book, that supplies information
"If any man thirst, let him come unto me, and drink.  He that believeth on me, as the scripture hath said, out of his belly shall flow rivers of living waters.  (But this spoke He of the Spirit, whom they that believe on him should receive; for the Holy Spirit was not yet given, because Jesus was not yet glorified.)"  John 7:37-39 KJV
We recognize that we must be born-again.  Paul tells us, one Lord, one faith, one baptism, one God and Father of all.  The moment we confess with our mouth, and believe with our hearts, that the Father raised Jesus Christ from the dead, we are saved, born-again, made whole.
Read the scriptures: John 3:3-8, II Cor 5:17, Eph 4:4-7, Col. 1:12-17.
Through these scriptures, we see that once we believe in the accomplishments of Jesus Christ, we are born-again, and a part of His family by adoption.  You receive the fullness of the Spirit of Christ.  One Lord! You cannot divide Christ.  You either get all of Him, or none of Him. "Who is the image of the invisible God, the first born of all creation; for by Him were all things created."  Col. 1:15-16 KJV
"And He is the head of the body, the church; who is the beginning, the first born from the dead."  Col. 1:18 KJV
We have to understand the new birth, and how and why Jesus Christ accomplished it.  This is the way I understand my new beginning.  I have an understanding of my source.  I know from where the living waters come.  How they sustain me, if I stay plugged into "The" source. I have to maintain my relationship with the Father, through Jesus Christ to
