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2 Corinthians 5:17 Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. (KJV)
Psalms 51:15 O Lord, open thou my lips; and my mouth shall shew forth thy praise. (KJV)
When we become that new creation in Christ, our old conversation also passes away.  We find that we want to say and do things that are pleasing to Father. The only way that I know that I can do that, is by seeking Father's wisdom and guidance on what should come out of my mouth. I still have the choice of the words that I speak, but I choose to want to please Father.
How do I then determine my words? How can I best worship and serve Father?

John 4:23-24 But the hour cometh, and now is, when the true worshippers shall worship the Father in spirit and in truth: for the Father seeketh such to worship him. God is a Spirit: and they that worship him must worship him in spirit and in truth. (KJV) 

Worship = reverence adore,- love intensely; respect associated with awe; a love affair based on total love and respect. 

If we asked 20 different people, "what is worship", we would get 20 different answers. Why would this be? It is true that we are each unique individuals; but that is not why we would get all of the different answers. The fact is, that most Christians have no idea or concept what worship is. Their idea of what worship is what they have been taught.  They have never taken the time to ask Father what it is to Him.
What is worship'? Is it singing? Is it dancing? Is it laughter? Is it speaking in tongues? Perhaps, it is none of the above? For those of you that are married, think back to when you first got married. You would do everything within your power to please and satisfy your partner. They were the total focus of your life. There is not a single thing that you would not do for them. Shouldn't the same be true with Father? Shouldn't we be doing everything within our power to please Him? We should be loving Father with every bit of ability that is within our spirit man, according to the truth.
4151 pneuma-spirit; the spirit, that is, the vital principal by which the body is animated   a) the rational spirit, the power by which the human being feels, thinks, decides; a life giving spirit; the spiritual nature of Christ, higher than the highest angels and equal to God, the divine nature of Christ; the disposition or influence which fills and governs the soul of anyone; the efficient source of any power, affection, emotion, desire, etc.
225 aletheia-truth; what is true in any matter under consideration; what is true in things pertaining to God and the duties of man, moral and religious truth; the truth as taught in the Christian faith, respecting God and the execution of his purposes through Christ, and respecting the duties of man, opposing alike to the superstitions of the Gentiles (non-Jews) and the inventions of the Jews, and the corrupt opinions and precepts of false teachers even among Christians.
The true worshipers, will worship Father, in spirit, and in truth. The vital principle established by and in the Word of God. The foundation of this relationship has to be Jesus Christ, the cornerstone, and all of the truths regarding Him. (Christ Jesus is the only access to the Father; 1 Timothy 2:5).
John 1:14 And the Word was made flesh, and dwelt among us, (and we beheld his glory, the glory as of the only begotten of the Father,) full of grace and truth. (KJV)
If, we can only worship the Father, in spirit and in truth, why is there so much untruth in what we call our worship services? The songs that we sing, are they all scripturally correct? Or, could they be based on traditions; or maybe just sound good? Are all of our prayers, according to the truth? Or, are they based on what we have heard someone else say? Who is responsible for what comes out of your mouth? How can two walk together, unless they be agreed?
Matthew 12:35-37 A good man out of the good treasure of the heart bringeth forth good things: and an evil man out of the evil treasure bringeth forth evil things. But I say unto you, That every idle word that men shall speak, they shall give account thereof in the day of judgment. For by thy words thou shalt be justified, and by thy words thou shalt be condemned. (KJV) 

Hebrews 13:15-16 By him therefore let us offer the sacrifice of praise to God continually, that is, the fruit of our lips giving thanks to his name. But to do good and to communicate forget not: for with such sacrifices God is well pleased. (KJV) 

133 ainesis-praise, a thank-offering. from Webster's to applaud, laudation, approval publicly expressed, in highest form of gratitude and adoration.
2 Corinthians 2:14 Now thanks be unto God, which always causeth us to triumph in Christ, and maketh manifest the savour of his knowledge by us in every place. (KJV)
Our praise of Father, should always be on our lips. We should always be mindful of all that Father has provided for us each and every day. We will acknowledge Father for all of the big things that come our way. But, do you thank Him for being the provider of your daily bread? 

Your daily bread, is all that enabled you to make it to this point in the day. Food, clothing, transportation, electricity, radio, Bible, and the list goes on.
Have you truly been thankful for all that Father has done for you? Are we as quick to forgive others? Are you able to give the same forgiveness that Father has given you?
To be able to truly worship Father, we have to be able to praise Him! If you are not thankful for His love, how will you be able to thank Father for anything else?
John 3:16-17 For God so loved the world, that he gave his only begotten Son, that whosoever believeth in him should not perish, but have everlasting life. For God sent not his Son into the world to condemn the world; but that the world through him might be saved. (KJV)
Father has already shown His love for us, beyond all that the human mind can comprehend. There can be no question on the depth of His love towards those who will believe.
Father gave his Son! How can you measure that kind of love?
We have the choice to partake in this love. Notice, though, that it is a choice! My worship (love affair) with Father, should be for everyone to see! Not to make a spectacle of myself, but to openly acknowledge, that I can do nothing without Him. To openly proclaim to all that will listen, that He alone is my source. 

This I can only do, through a personal commitment and relationship with Jesus Christ. This is the only way that we can love the Father. (God is a Spirit, and they that worship him must worship Him in Spirit and in truth). We have to be born of the water (flesh), and of the  Spirit (Christ), to see or enter the kingdom of God. There is no other way! That is why Jesus Christ said to us, that He is the way, the truth, and the life; and that no man can come to Father but by Him!
To worship Father, who is a Spirit; we have to be born-again by the Spirit of God. Once we are spiritually reborn (by the Spirit of Christ), then we are able to enter into a active relationship with Him. We are now able to express our love and gratitude for what He has done for us.
We are to love God with all of our being; body, soul and spirit. When you are truly in a love relationship with Father, you will want everyone else to know what you have. You will want to share this love affair that you have with Him. You will be forever grateful for this love that He has afforded to you.
This is what Paul was able to grasp. He saw the love of Father; the love that was able to deliver him from his past, and the murderer that he once was. His whole past was blotted out and never again to be remembered because of the blood sacrifice of Jesus Christ. He was able to recognize and accept the love of Father. He was able to comprehend the forgiveness that was set before him.
Philippians 3:13-14 Brethren, I count not myself to have apprehended: but this one thing I do, forgetting those things which are behind, and reaching forth unto those things which are before, I press toward the mark for the prize of the high calling of God in Christ Jesus. (KJV)
How many of us, have had a past that we are proud of? But, we too can have the same relationship with the Father that Paul the Apostle has. We have the same forgiveness made available to us. We have the same opportunity to be partakers of the measure of the gift of Christ. It is there for the asking. Ask father for His forgiveness, and be a partaker of all that He has for you.
It is this total trust and respect of Father and His son Jesus Christ, that inspires worship in our hearts. When the love of God is shed abroad in our hearts, we will have praise on our lips for the gift which is given to each and everyone that will accept it.
We have to worship Father in Spirit and in truth. The truth is the Word of God.
Faith, (the ability to trust and believe Father), can only come by hearing; stopping all that you are doing, and giving heed to what Father is saying to you. Faith, can only be developed and maintained by the time we spend each and every day, with our listening to Father's instructions in His written Word. How much time have you spent with Father this day?
Trust is what a love affair is based upon. How much do you trust Father and his Word? Enough to bet your life upon it?
Hebrews 3:13-14 But exhort one another daily, while it is called To day; lest any of you be hardened through the deceitfulness of sin. For we are made partakers of Christ, if we hold the beginning of our confidence steadfast unto the end; (KJV) 

We are built-anew by the Word of God. We need our spirit man renewed, refreshed, and encouraged each and every day of our relationship with Father. Study His Word, for Father's approval! 

We, you and I, have to take the time to learn of God; this will enable us to learn of the things that please Him. This will allow us to keep our relationship with Him intact.  Learning to worship (love) Father for all that He has done for us. Praising Him (thanks) for the ability that he has made available to us, through his Word.
Will you take the time today to worship and praise Father?
