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Part 3

In parts 1 & 2 of this series, we have been relating as to how certain misconceptions can come into our lives; and how they can take a foothold.

When we do not take the time to continually show ourselves approved unto Father, this is when we allow ourselves to get into trouble. Since we are not taking the time to stay in the Word of God, we can no longer be sure of whose voice it is that we are hearing. This is why, that it is so important for each of us, to take the time each and every day, to hear the Word of God so as to enable us to hear Father’s voice clearly.
This entire issue, is going to be comparing some key texts of Bible translations, comparing the KJV, NIV, and in some instances the ASV. It is up to you, to take the time to listen to Father, to check the importance of the texts. If we can note the changes, then we will be able to see and hear, how that by just changing a few words here and there, the effectiveness of Father’s Word can be diminished!
If you are not familiar with God’s Word, or His voice, how will you be able to distinguish what is right or wrong? This is why we have to take the time each and every day to study for Father’s approval, and not man’s. Let’s look at some scriptures now.
Romans 1:16 For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ: for it is the power of God unto salvation to every one that believeth; to the Jew first, and also to the Greek. (KJV)
Romans 1:16 I am not ashamed of the gospel, because it is the power of God for the salvation of everyone who believes: first for the Jew, then for the Gentile. (NIV)
Romans 14:10 … for we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ. (KJV)
Romans 14:10 … For we will all stand before God's judgment seat. (NIV)
Romans 14:10 … for we shall all stand before the judgment-seat of God. (ASV)

Romans 16:20 And the God of peace shall bruise Satan under your feet shortly. The grace of our Lord Jesus Christ be with you. Amen. (KJV)
Romans 16:20 The God of peace will soon crush Satan under your feet. The grace of our Lord Jesus be with you. (NIV)

2 Corinthians 5:18 All this is from God, who reconciled us to himself through Christ and gave us the ministry of reconciliation: (NIV)

2 Corinthians 10:3 For though we walk in the flesh, we do not war after the flesh: (KJV)
2 Corinthians 10:3 For though we live in the world, we do not wage war as the world does. (NIV)

2 Corinthians 11:31 The God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, which is blessed for evermore, knoweth that I lie not. (KJV)
2 Corinthians 11:31 The God and Father of the Lord Jesus, who is to be praised forever, knows that I am not lying. (NIV)

Galatians 4:7 Wherefore thou art no more a servant, but a son; and if a son, then an heir of God through Christ. (KJV)
Galatians 4:7 So you are no longer a slave, but a son; and since you are a son, God has made you also an heir. (NIV)

Galatians 6:15 For in Christ Jesus neither circumcision availeth any thing, nor uncircumcision, but a new creature. (KJV)
Galatians 6:15 Neither circumcision nor uncircumcision means anything; what counts is a new creation. (NIV)

Galatians 6:17 From henceforth let no man trouble me: for I bear in my body the marks of the Lord Jesus. (KJV)
Galatians 6:17 Finally, let no one cause me trouble, for I bear on my body the marks of Jesus. (NIV)

Ephesians 3:9 And to make all men see what is the fellowship of the mystery, which from the beginning of the world hath been hid in God, who created all things by Jesus Christ: (KJV)


Ephesians 3:9 and to make plain to everyone the administration of this mystery, which for ages past was kept hidden in God, who created all things. (NIV)

Ephesians 3:14 For this cause I bow my knees unto the Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, (KJV)
Ephesians 3:14 For this reason I kneel before the Father, (NIV)

Philippians 2:6 Who, being in the form of God, thought it not robbery to be equal with God: (KJV)
Philippians 2:6 Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God something to be grasped, (NIV)

Philippians 4:13 I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me. (KJV)
Philippians 4:13 I can do everything through him who gives me strength. (NIV)

Colossians 3:13 Forbearing one another, and forgiving one another, if any man have a quarrel against any: even as Christ forgave you, so also do ye. (KJV)
