1411  dunamis (doo'-nam-is); miracles; from 1410; force (literally or figuratively); specially, miraculous power (usually by implication, a miracle itself): KJV-- ability, abundance, meaning, might (-ily, -y, -y deed), (worker of) miracle (-s), power, strength, violence, mighty (wonderful) work. 

1411  dunamis- miracles; strength power, ability  a) inherent power, power residing in a thing by virtue of its nature, or which a person or thing exerts and puts forth  b) power for performing miracles  c) moral power and excellence of soul  d) the power and influence which belong to riches and wealth  e) power and resources arising from numbers  f) power consisting in or resting upon armies, forces, hosts. 
1755  energema (en-erg'-ay-mah); working; from 1754; an effect: 1) a thing performed  2) an effective operation. KJV-- operation, working.

We can see from the translations, that the working of miracles is really quite easy to define, and yet quite perplexing to us at the same time. Anytime that the Spirit of God moves in us and through us, it is an effective operation of the abundance of God. A miracle then, is a thing performed by the power residing in a person or thing by the virtue of God’s nature!
As we have been going along here in 1 Corinthians chapter 12, have you noticed anything with the order? Who is the wisdom of God? Who is the treasure of all wisdom and knowledge? Are you saved by grace through faith? As you recognize these things, are you not made whole? Isn’t part of the new life in Christ, restoration? And, as we allow this restoration to manifest itself in us, are we able to recognize the virtue of God’s nature within us, bring about change?
What most of us fail to hear and see, is the simplicity of the Gospel of Jesus Christ. We have been so caught up by what the world says and teaches, that we have been led by the flesh, rather then the Spirit of God. And if we will recall, that the Word tells us that carnal Christians, or those on the milk, are busy fighting over things of the flesh, rather then unity through the Word.
1 Corinthians 3:1-3 And I, brethren, could not speak unto you as unto spiritual, but as unto carnal, even as unto babes in Christ. 2 I have fed you with milk, and not with meat: for hitherto ye were not able to bear it, neither yet now are ye able. 3 For ye are yet carnal: for whereas there is among you envying, and strife, and divisions, are ye not carnal, and walk as men? (KJV)
Romans 8:13-14 For if ye live after the flesh, ye shall die: but if ye through the Spirit do mortify the deeds of the body, ye shall live. 14 For as many as are led by the Spirit of God, they are the sons of God. (KJV)
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
