Making Time?

1 Kings 18:38-40 Then the fire of the LORD fell, and consumed the burnt sacrifice, and the wood, and the stones, and the dust, and licked up the water that was in the trench. 39 And when all the people saw it, they fell on their faces: and they said, The LORD, he is the God; the LORD, he is the God. 40 And Elijah said unto them, Take the prophets of Baal; let not one of them escape. And they took them: and Elijah brought them down to the brook Kishon, and slew them there. (KJV)
As you may recall over the last few weeks, we have been talking about our food that we have been feeding our spirit man. In covering this, we have taken a look at how Elijah had interceded for the people, made his stand because of his confidence in the God he served. He knew that when Father asked him to do something, that Father would hold up His end without failure. Elijah had taken the time throughout his life to be sure that he had time for the Word of God.
Once Elijah prayed, and presented the sacrifice to God,(regardless of what the physical said), for he knew he was doing what Father had asked of him. How confident are you of what Father asks of you?
Here in the New Testament time, we do not have to wait for the Spirit of the Lord to come upon us. We have to remember, that if any man be in Christ, he is a new creation.
The Spirit of God comes to live in those of us that are born again. But, how many of us trust the Word enough to do what Father asks of us? Would we have the confidence to stand before the 450 prophets of the world?
Isaiah 61:1-3 The Spirit of the Lord GOD is upon me; because the LORD hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to them that are bound; 2 To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn; 3 To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty for ashes, the oil of joy for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness; that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that he might be glorified. (KJV)
This is for any that have accepted the Lord Jesus Christ as their personal Lord and Savior. The Spirit of the Living God comes and abides within us. But, the key is, on how do we get it to work in our lives?
It will all begin to work for us, when we learn to take the time to hear and eat the bread of life on a regular basis. When it becomes as much of a daily routine for us as feeding our physical man. We can only be His disciples, as we continue in the Word, on a regular daily basis.
John 5:24 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that heareth my word, and believeth on him that sent me, hath everlasting life, and shall not come into condemnation; but is passed from death unto life. (KJV)
John 8:31-32 Then said Jesus to those Jews which believed on him, If ye continue in my word, then are ye my disciples indeed; 32 And ye shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free. (KJV)
Just because we are born again, does not mean that we no longer have to seek God, or listen to His Word. Rather, it should show us how little we know of God, and the only way we can get to know God and His character better, is by reading what Father has put in His Word for us to learn from. As  we continue to learn of God, it will continually cause us to grow, and be set free from the traps and snares of this world.
3 John 1:4 I have no greater joy than to hear that my children walk in truth. (KJV)
Colossians 1:23 If ye continue in the faith grounded and settled, and be not moved away from the hope of the gospel, which ye have heard, and which was preached to every creature which is under heaven; whereof I Paul am made a minister; (KJV)
We need to continue in the faith! Faith is by hearing, and hearing by the Word of God. It does not come by osmosis. It does not stick on us like suntan oil. It can only be developed by applying the Word to our life. Learning and training ourselves to take the time that we need with Father each and every day.
Before Jesus Christ became Lord of my life, Larry worked very hard and diligently for the devil. I worked long and hard hours to become the failure that I was. I did not get into the mess that I was in over night, but had worked long and hard at becoming the loser that I was. So, likewise, when we give our lives to God, all the changes will not happen over night. It will take some hard and diligent work to become the person that Father wants us to be.
It is only as we make time for the Word of God in our lives, that we will continue to grow into the person that Father desires us to be. It will take a dedicated effort on our part as an individual, continuing in the Word on a daily basis, to become that written epistle that is known and read of all men.
We have to learn to be patient with ourselves, and allow the Word of God to bring about the changes in our life. Not as other people tells us that we should change, but rather as Father asks of us. (Father always asks of us, He never tells us or demands of us).

The Word of God should be the first and foremost thing in our hearts and minds each and every day. Not just when we wake up, or get ready for bed; but rather a continuing thing throughout the day. This can only come about, as we take time for Father, and train our spirit man in the way that it should go.
