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Psalms 51:10-12, Create in me a clean heart, O God; and renew a right spirit within me. Cast me not away from thy presence; and take not thy holy spirit from me. Restore unto me the joy of thy salvation; and uphold me with thy free spirit. (KJV)


By your Holy Spirit Lord, create in me a new heart. One that is clean from my old sinful nature. One that is able to receive your Spirit within me. It is the Holy Spirit that creates that new heart within us. It is then that we are able to accept that new life in God that He has for us, by receiving the Spirit of Christ. We also have to note, that it is a free gift. Most think and believe that it is a multi-staged event or happening. However, as we look at what the Word of God tells us clearly; we are able to understand that when we are born again, at that very moment we receive all that God has for us. We are complete in Him! We have an unction of the Holy One and we know all things!

Ezekiel 11:19-20, And I will give them one heart, and I will put a new spirit within you; and I will take the stony heart out of their flesh, and will give them an heart of flesh: That they may walk in my statutes, and keep mine ordinances, and do them: and they shall be my people, and I will be their God. (KJV)

Ezekiel 36:26-27, A new heart also will I give you, and a new spirit will I put within you: and I will take away the stony heart out of your flesh, and I will give you an heart of flesh. And I will put my spirit within you, and cause you to walk in my statutes, and ye shall keep my judgments, and do them. (KJV)

Jeremiah 32:39-40, And I will give them one heart, and one way, that they may fear me for ever, for the good of them, and of their children after them: And I will make an everlasting covenant with them, that I will not turn away from them, to do them good; but I will put my fear in their hearts, that they shall not depart from me. (KJV)


A new heart! A new Spirit! One way to serve God. Jesus Christ is the way, for He is the manifested truth of God’s Word, and without Him there is no life. And we have to know and recognize that He is the only mediator between God and man, for there is no other way to Father. Any way other than Jesus Christ, is the way of the thief and a robber. And we know, or should know, that those that try to sneak or get in another way will not be allowed in. No exceptions!

John 3:3-7, Jesus answered and said unto him, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born again, he cannot see the kingdom of God. Nicodemus saith unto him, How can a man be born when he is old? can he enter the second time into his mother's womb, and be born? Jesus answered, Verily, verily, I say unto thee, Except a man be born of water and of the Spirit, he cannot enter into the kingdom of God. That which is born of the flesh is flesh; and that which is born of the Spirit is spirit. Marvel not that I said unto thee, Ye must be born again. (KJV)


Two requirements for the new birth; one must be born of a woman, or as Jesus Christ said, that we must be born of the flesh; for that which is born of the flesh is flesh. (Isn’t it interesting to note, how God plainly and simply addresses the issue of cloning, two thousand years before it came about). The second requirement is that we must be born of the Spirit. The old, cold stony heart must be removed, and one of flesh, one that is pliable to the Word, has to be placed within us. It is then that we have a suitable dwelling place for the Spirit of Christ to dwell in. It is at this very moment that we become that new creation in Christ.

2 Corinthians 5:16-17, Wherefore henceforth know we no man after the flesh: yea, though we have known Christ after the flesh, yet now henceforth know we him no more. Therefore if any man be in Christ, he is a new creature: old things are passed away; behold, all things are become new. (KJV)


As we look at and hear all of what these scriptures are trying to speak to us, as well as tie together for us; precept upon precept, line upon line; it clearly shows us how one has to be weaned from the milk of the Word, and a solid foundation in Christ Jesus has to be established.


(Many preachers today teach that Christ is only a title. They have the form of godliness but deny the very power of God Himself. And from these types of people, we are supposed to turn away from. Yet, for many, these are the very preachers that they turn to. Why? Because they are moved by numbers, rather than the truth of the Word. And then they wonder why the so-called church is in the mess and condition that it is.)


We have to keep in mind that which Isaiah 9:6 clearly says to us. Unto us a child is born; the child born Jesus of Nazareth. He indeed had a beginning, born of a woman, born under the Law. The difference between Jesus of Nazareth and you and me, is that His conception was brought about by the Holy Spirit. By being conceived in this manner, it broke the bloodline of sin that had been past down from Adam, and then by each father after that, unto even the third or fourth generation did these sins carry on to. At this moment of conception, the Holy Spirit placed within Jesus of Nazareth a heart of flesh, one that was immediately able to receive the Spirit of Christ. This is how Jesus of Nazareth was always able to live within all of the Law, and never sin. Jesus of Nazareth always listened to, and then obeyed the Spirit of Christ within Him.


(We often times forget that God is a Spirit. And since He is a Spirit, was His Son also a Spirit, or flesh and blood as many think?)


By always hearing and obeying the Spirit of Christ within Him, Jesus of Nazareth was able to live and fulfill all of the Law for us. And in doing so, He was able to redeem us from the curse of the Law, by presenting the perfect physical sacrifice at the altar of Calvary. 


We must remember that the sacrifice upon the altar had to be without spot, wrinkle or blemish, a perfect sacrifice, for Father to accept this sacrifice. This was essential for the fleshly sin of Adam, his disobedience to be removed from us; and then Christ had to become the sin sacrifice for us, to bring about a total restoration for us, and restore fellowship with Father.


For the majority, they read the Word of God, but they do not hear that which it clearly states. They continue to follow man and his traditions and doctrines. And because of this, the so-called church today, is in no better shape than the scribes and Pharisees of Jesus Christ’s day.


Do you really know that which God has furnished you with? Or have you taken some other man’s Word for it? Your eternity is dependent on this!
