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Most fail to see and understand that Christianity is supposed to be a way of life. In now faith, it should be an every day event. From the time we wake up, having the praises of God in our heart and on our lips. This should carry on throughout the day as we acknowledge and thank God for the many blessings that we receive each day, yet most often fail to acknowledge Him for.


The writer of Hebrews wanted to tell the people more about Christ, the Son of God, the priest after the order of Melchisedec, but was not able to. Why you might ask? Because they were dull or lazy of hearing! For the time that they should have been teachers of the Word, they were not able to give an answer of the hope that was within them. They had need to return to the milk of the Word and learn all over again. (How many of you liked to be put back a grade or two in school, and here they had to return to kindergarten again.) They had no discernment to distinguish between good and evil. Discernment is for only those that are on the meat of God’s Word. Those who know who Christ is!


In first Corinthians chapter two, the writer tries to expound to the people the mystery of God. He tells them plainly that the natural man is not able to hear or understand the things that pertain to the spirit realm of God, for they are pure and utter foolishness to them. And the reason why they are not able to understand is because they are spiritually discerned. And the only way that one is able to come to an understanding in this spiritual arena, is by having the mind of Christ. This day, being renewed in the spirit of your mind.


Then in the same book, and in the third chapter, the writer explains to them why they are in this wretched condition; for they are in and on the milk of the Word. He goes on to further explain how fleshly or carnal that they are. They are much like those that the writer of Galatians mentioned. They indeed began in the Spirit that instant they were born again of the Spirit of God (not of the will of man). However, instead of studying and listening at the feet of God each day, they choose to become carnal, they revert to the flesh, those weak and beggarly elements. They studied once or twice a week for some man’s approval. They were content and satisfied to be fed milk. So, they may have began in the Spirit, but were now to the point that they thought they were made perfect by approval of the flesh.


Why is this so? Why is this happening today?


The writer of Romans explains it this way; they have a zeal for God, but not according to knowledge. Or, as the writer of the letter to Timothy states it; they have the form of godliness (the likeness of God), but they deny the power (image of God) of God. Why? Could it be that they are ever learning, but never able to come to the knowledge of the truth? It is His Word that is truth! They choose to remain carnal or fleshly. They choose to be content with a milk doctrine gospel; and one can never be sure what someone else is feeding them out of a bottle. How can one be sure of what is in the formula that they are being fed on this milk diet? Meat is only for the mature Christian, one who is able to sit and learn at Father’s feet.


Most people do not know who Jesus Christ is! They have listened to who man thinks He is. However, they have not stopped and asked Father who His Son is. They have received the measure of faith; they have received the measure of the gift of Christ. Yet, they have not taken the time to study for God’s approval, and so they will have reason to be ashamed, since they have not taken the time to rightly divide the Word of truth, by the Spirit’s leading.


It was in the fulness of time, that God sent forth His Son in the likeness of sinful flesh, made of a woman, made under the Law (Galatians 4:4-5) that as many as would believe, to them gave He power to become the sons of God; to them that would believe in and upon His name (John 1:12-13). It is by this sacrifice of Jesus Christ, that we are redeemed from the curse of the law, through the promise of the Spirit.


The one thing that most miss or overlook, is that it is by grace through faith, that we are brought and bought into God’s family. It is by the work of Jesus Christ that we are able to receive this gift of God. This can only happen or come about as we understand the mystery of God’s plan for redemption. This cannot be rationalized or reasoned by the carnal mind or man but has to be received by the power and wisdom of God.


For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ; for it is the power of God (1Corinthians 1:24, Acts 10:38) unto salvation for anyone or everyone that believes. For therein is the righteousness of God revealed from faith to faith, from His Word to His Word. For without faith, it is impossible to please Him! For the just shall live by faith.


It is the foundation in the new heart that is able to bring about the change in us. It is as we seek Father day by day, for that daily heavenly manna or spiritual nutrition (yes, each and every day, not once a weak) that we need to enable our spirit to grow up into Him in all things. Just as Jesus of Nazareth, the son of man, depended in and on the leading of Christ, the Son of the Living God, to lead Him each day in the path of righteousness that He should follow. This is why Paul tells us clearly, that though we have known Christ after the flesh, now henceforth know we Him no more that way (2Corinthians 5:16-17). For we know that flesh and blood cannot inherit the kingdom of God; just as those that are in the flesh cannot please God. And since no flesh can glory in His presence; we need to see and understand that which Jesus Christ of Nazareth did accomplish of the two, to make one new man, and so making peace; and then making that available to you and me.


From the beginning, with the very act of salvation, we have to believe God over and above that which our flesh tries to dictate to us. (Mark 4:11-13). We have to come to a working knowledge of this mystery of the gospel. We have to have a clear and concise picture of the mystery of the kingdom of God, (For without a vision, the people perish.) We must understand that this revelation will only be given to those who diligently seek Him. If we look to man for these answers, we will come up short, short for eternity.


Do you know that which God has made available to you? Are you risking eternity on what some other person has told you? I know that through Christ Jesus I have this relationship with Father. Christ, the power of God, and the wisdom of God is who enables me to go boldly before the throne of grace. Are you able to do this?
