Feast or Famine?     v21n46
Part 3


At this time of year, many are setting aside certain days that they think or have been told, that these days are more special, or should be considered more special than others (Galatians 4:10-12). Most forget that this day, today, is the day that the Lord has made, and it is today faith that will get me through. Today, one may call upon the Lord and be saved. Today, one can be delivered from the power of darkness, and translated into His kingdom, forgiven of their sins (Colossians 1:13-14).


Prayer is my communications with Father through Jesus Christ. Talking with Him for that which I have need of to get me through this day, while remaining faithful to Him. Going to Him in prayer, seeking and desiring that which I have need of spiritually, and being thankful immediately. Why? Romans 10:17: You see, faith must come from what is heard, and what is heard comes from Word of Christ. (Moffatt translation).

Colossians 1:23 If you adhere to the foundations and stability of the faith, instead of shifting from the hope you have learned in the gospel which was preached to every creature under heaven, of which I Paul have been made a minister. (Moffatt translation).

Galatians 3:5 He therefore that ministereth to you the Spirit, and worketh miracles among you, doeth he it by the works of the law, or by the hearing of faith? (KJV)


One must continue daily in the truth of God’s Word. It is His Word that will nourish and build up the spirit man within us. His Word provides all that we have need of this day. It is our very essence of health, both physically and spiritually. If one continues in His Word, one then is made complete in Him. It is the abundant life that is within Christ Jesus, that one should be seeking each and every moment, of each and every day.

Galatians 5:7-9 Ye did run well; who did hinder you that ye should not obey the truth? This persuasion cometh not of him that calleth you. A little leaven leaveneth the whole lump. (KJV)


We may try to blame anyone and everyone else when things go wrong in our life. However, the fact remains, that you are the only one that can hinder your walk with God. What you are hearing; whether it is words of faith or words of fear, you are the one that is totally responsible for that which you allow into your temple. You and you alone are the one responsible for that which you are feeding your spirit man. Hebrews 10:38-39 Now the just shall live by faith: but if any man draw back, my soul shall have no pleasure in him. But we are not of them who draw back unto perdition; but of them that believe to the saving of the soul. (KJV)
