Matthew 7:7 Ask, and it shall be given you; seek, and ye shall find; knock, and it shall be opened unto you: (KJV)


In the world, we go to someone’s door, we knock till someone answers, then we seek that which we are looking for, and then finally ask if it is there for us. And yet, if we look at the above verse, we see that God says that we should first ask, and we shall receive. Once we have received, then we are to seek to find. Once we have found that which we were to seek, then we can knock, and the door will be opened! Why would God state this in the order that He did?


How many of you are inquisitive enough to ask God why He said this? Have we forgot that we are to go boldly before the throne of grace, in a time of need? And what could be more needful than to have fresh food from heaven each day for our spirit man? How many have the patience to wait for Father’s answer? How many even noticed that there is an answer to be found?


The Word tells us, that those that wait upon the Lord, shall renew their strength (<BIBLE:Isaiah 40:31>). (Where does our strength come from?) Those that wait upon the Lord, shall inherit the earth (Psalms 37:9>). (What is the inheritance that we have received, or should have received?)  So, our eyes wait upon the Lord, until that He has mercy on us (Psalms 123:2>). (What is it that is supposed to follow us all the days of our life? Psalms 23:6>). The eyes of all wait upon thee, and Thou gives them meat in due season (Psalms 145:15>). (What is this meat that we should receive in due season? And what is the proper season to receive it in?)


Ask, and it shall be given thee. But what is it that we are asking God for? What is it that you expect to receive from God?


John 3:27 John answered and said, A man can receive nothing, except it be given him from heaven. (KJV)


So, what is it that you are asking for that is given from heaven?


Matthew 7:8 “For everyone that asketh, receiveth;” (KJV)

Matthew 7:9 Or what man is there of you, whom if his son ask bread, will he give him a stone? (KJV)


Note, that all that ask, receive. And when we ask of Father, He does not trick us. When we ask Father for bread, He does not trick us with a stone. Have you ever seen those round loaves of bread that from a distance could be mistaken for a stone? Or a stone that could be mistaken for a loaf of bread? Father does not deceive us or trick us. Every good and perfect gift is from above. The devil is the deceiver.


Everyone that calls upon the name of the Lord, shall be saved. Everyone that asks of Father for salvation through this Jesus of Nazareth, whom He made both Lord and Christ, shall be saved. Father will withhold no good thing from you.


So, when we ask, it is given, (that is if we believe, we receive). The daily bread that we have need of, is made available to us. It will nourish us. It will strengthen us. But we have to be willing partakers of it.


Ezekiel 11:19 And I will give them one heart, and I will put a new spirit within you; and I will take the stony heart out of their flesh, and will give them an heart of flesh: (KJV)


When we ask of God for bread, he does not give us a stone. For when we first come before God, we already have a heart of stone. Very cold, very rigid, very stubborn and set in our ways. Hard and set in what it wants, not of those things that bring life. Willing to do whatever necessary to get what we want out of life. It is at this point in our life that we have need of a heart transplant. And, for everyone that asks Father for this heart transplant, He gives it.


2 Corinthians 5:17 Therefore, if any (for everyone that asks, receives) man be in Christ, he is a new creation, (Father removes the stony heart, and replaces it with a heart of flesh). Old things are passed away. (The stone is now a grave marker for the old man). For behold, all things are become new. (God forgives us our sins and will never bring them to remembrance). If you can find the east from the west, then you can comprehend how far He has removed from us the sins we have sought forgiveness for. It is a new heart, a new creation, one that is able to be worked and shaped by the Word of God. (Just as a potter works with the clay!)


So then, to everyone that asks, this is given (Isaiah 9:6>) to them by Father. But what exactly is this gift that is given? (Ephesians 4:7>). Sure, some will answer that it is a new heart. And a few others will say we became that new creation. But what happened? What caused this turnaround in our life? How was this surgery performed? How and what did God accomplish in our life?


We can create new arteries for the heart by taking veins from other parts of the body. By doing this it removes the blocked arteries from the circuit, and gives the blood a clear path to flow in. This allows what the body requires, to again be delivered to all parts of the body.


They are also able to give those that can afford it, a new heart. And this does the same thing. (Since God is no respecter of persons, there are no favorites played in His kingdom. Whosoever will ask and believe, is given this gift.)


What happens though if we do not change our lifestyle or eating habits? What will happen if we do not exercise those new muscles? Will we not end up in the same shape as before? Or, possibly even in a worse condition. Here, some are given the opportunity to have new life. And yet, most return to their old ways, (And the Spirit speaks expressly, that in the last days some shall depart from the faith), and the end result is the same.


It is no different with a young child. If they are never taken off of the milk, they will never develop. Their body will grow weak, and eventually death will set in. And all because they were not given the proper nutrition. That, or they could have even been given the wrong formula.


It could also be that the person feeding them, wanted them to be dependent on them. They wanted to feel important or needed, and this is accomplished by having someone else remaining dependent on them. (Most forget, that in serving God, we are to become the servant.)


2 Peter 2:20-21 For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they are again entangled therein, and overcome, the latter end is worse with them than the beginning. For it had been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than, after they have known it, to turn from the holy commandment delivered unto them. (KJV)


We need to come to a clear understanding of what it was that was given to us. We need to have a working knowledge of what transpired, so that this heart transplant we received is not, or was for naught.


We need to get off of the milk of the Word, and onto the meat of the Word. This is the only way that we will survive. 


Where do we find the meat of the Word? To whom is it given?
