The next part of Matthew 7:7 says; seek, and you shall find. But what is it that you are looking for? Do you have any idea? Do you have any clues?


Matthew 6:33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you. (KJV)


We are to seek first the kingdom of God. But what is, or where is the kingdom of God? Is His kingdom of this world? Matthew 7:13-14 Enter ye in at the strait gate: for wide is the gate, and broad is the way, that leadeth to destruction, and many there be which go in thereat: Because strait is the gate, and narrow is the way, which leadeth unto life, and few there be that find it. (KJV). One has to go through the gate, to get to the kingdom of God.


Strait is the gate, and narrow is the way, which leads unto life. We read these verses, but very seldom, comprehend what they are saying. We will believe what everyone else tells us, but will not spend any time with Father, to hear His counsel or His wisdom. We have to recognize and know where His wisdom comes from and through.

4728 stenos (sten-os'); strait; probably from the base of 2476; narrow (from obstacles standing close about): KJV-- strait.

2346 thlibo- narrow; 1) to press (as grapes), to press hard upon 2) a compressed way, narrow straitened, contracted 3) metaphorically, to trouble, to afflict, to distress.

There are many obstacles in life, that try to block and hinder our way to and through the gate. As well as the fact, that the world seems to squeeze in around us as we begin to serve God, and to seek His will for our life. Do you even know, or are you aware of what or who the gate is? 

How do we get there? Where do we find this gate? We have to remember, that it said to ask, and it shall be given; then we had to seek to find. And, from the verse from Matthew above, we can see that we are to enter in at the narrow gate. Who or what is this gate? (Take a look at Psalms 118:19-20 This gate of the Lord, into which the righteous shall enter). How much time have you spent with Father lately looking for clues?

What does it consist of? Enter in at the strait gate. Then, what must one do, to maintain their walk on this strait and narrow path, that so few are able to find, or maintain? Why is it that there are so few?

Is there a price involved? Yes, there is a price involved (1Corinthians 6:20, 1Corinthians 7:23>). We are to present ourselves to God a living sacrifice (Romans 12:1, 2Corinthians 4:16>), alive spiritually. However, if we are involved in and with dead works, we are not doing as Father asked of us.


What was it that you received when you asked of Father? Did you seek an answer from Father? Did you search the scriptures to see if you found eternal life there? What is it that you expect to find within the Word of God?


What if someone sent you a package with a plain brown wrapper. You did not recognize the sender, nor where it came from. So, you stuck it away in a closet and forgot all about it. Then, right before you died, you remembered it, and you asked that it be brought to you. Within, you found 10 million dollars. Now that you were leaving this earth, what good did it do you? Could it erase the years of hardship or poverty that you endured? Could it make up for the years of hunger that you suffered?


The moment that we asked of Father, we were given the bread of life. It is all that we will ever need to sustain us. The problem is that it comes in a plain, brown wrapper. And if we never dig to see what is inside of it, what good will it do us? Will we stick it away and hide it someplace? (Matthew 25:20-30>).

2 Peter 2:20-21 For if after they have escaped the pollutions of the world through the knowledge of the Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ, they are again entangled therein, and overcome, the latter end is worse with them than the beginning. For it had been better for them not to have known the way of righteousness, than, after they have known it, to turn from the holy commandment delivered unto them. (KJV)


We have received the gift of God, His Son, but most have never taken the time, or put forth the effort to see and hear all that they received, the moment they got that new heart. They spent all of their time playing church, instead of being the church. They are content with being given a milk bottle, (1Corinthians 3:1-5, Hebrews 5:11-14>) instead of feeding on steak. And all because they are too busy, too preoccupied, to seek all that Father has for them. They are content with week (weak) old handouts, instead of seeking fresh bread. (How many days supply of bread, were the children of Israel allowed to gather each day, when they were in the desert?)


Ephesians 4:7 But unto every one of us is given grace according to the measure of the gift of Christ. (KJV)  


The moment you received the new heart, you received the measure, of the gift of Christ. But what is it? What does it entail? Could this be the mystery that Paul talks about? Could this be the secret Amos referred to? Do you have any clues yet?
