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Who Is Talking?     v22n26
1 Corinthians 14:10 There are, it may be, so many kinds of voices in the world, and none of them is without signification. (KJV)


In the world, there are so many different voices, and do you know, or are you aware of who it is that is speaking to you? John tells us in his epistle that there are also many lying spirits in this world. What few people realize, is that all words have a specific intent, they all have a meaning and purpose. However, they can only represent one thing at a time. By that I mean, that they can either be speaking of life, or they have to be speaking of death; for you cannot have sweet water and bitter coming out of the same fountain. The only way that they can speak life, is if one is hearing Father’s voice and putting His Word on the scene, by following the example that Jesus Christ set for us to follow or imitate. He only did the things He saw Father do, and only spoke the things that He heard Father speak. If it is not Father’s words we are speaking, then they have to be words of death, those which they have heard the father of lies put forth.


How well do you recognize Father’s voice? Do you even know Father’s voice? Do you know who it is that you have been listening to? 

Deuteronomy 28:1-2 And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, that the LORD thy God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth: And all these blessings shall come on thee, and overtake thee, if thou shalt hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God. (KJV)


We hear it said that faith comes by hearing, by giving audience to the message delivered by Christ. Just as it says in the above verses that we must hearken diligently to the voice of the Lord thy God. Not only do we have to hear His voice, but then one must also become obedient to that which He is asking of them, and they need to respond to it this day. (After all, it is now faith, today faith, that we are to live by.) If we continue in His Word, it is then that we will remain seated in heavenly places in Christ Jesus, and then God’s blessings will overtake us, IF, we listen to and then obey His voice.


Many people are surprised if one says that God speaks to them. In most instances, they will look at one as if they are crazy. In many places they will institutionalize a person if they say that God talks with and to them. For most that profess that they know Christ, they will tell you plainly that they have never heard His voice. Is this in line with that which the Word says?

Deuteronomy 28:15 But it shall come to pass, if thou wilt not hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe to do all his commandments and his statutes which I command thee this day; that all these curses shall come upon thee, and overtake thee: (KJV)


This verse gives us a vivid description of what happens to those that do not hear His voice and choose to ignore His instructions. Any or all of these curses may come upon you and overtake you. It is in one’s best interest to hear His voice, and then obey that which He asks of you.

John 10:1-5 Verily, verily, I say unto you, He that entereth not by the door into the sheepfold, but climbeth up some other way, the same is a thief and a robber. But he that entereth in by the door is the shepherd of the sheep. To him the porter openeth; and the sheep hear His voice: and he calleth His own sheep by name, and leadeth them out. And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know His voice. And a stranger will they not follow, but will flee from him: for they know not the voice of strangers. (KJV)


What door have you tried, or are trying to enter through? Any way other than Jesus Christ, is by trying to follow thieves and robbers in. Any way other than by and through Jesus Christ, is by listening to the wrong voices. For we see clearly (or we should see) that His sheep hear His voice, and the voice of another, they will not follow.


All men are followers! Some men may think that they are leaders, but the fact is that all men are followers. It is just that most, have no clear idea of who it is they are listening to, let alone who they are following. For the Lord clearly tells us here, that His sheep hear His voice, for He calls them by name, and it is Him that they choose to follow. They neither listen to, nor follow the voice of a stranger.


Just as when a child is born into this world, the mother and father spend as much time as possible with the child, so that it learns to recognize them both by voice and sight. By hearing or seeing the parent the child is comforted and given assurance that all is well. It learns to recognize the safety and security of the parents’ presence. Just as sheep learn to have that same confidence in the shepherd.


When one is in and on the milk of the Word, this is when one is supposed to develop confidence and trust, in the One that is, or should be feeding them. (Matthew 4:4, But he answered and said, It is written, Man shall not live by bread alone, but by every word that proceedeth out of the mouth of God. KJV). As a child of God, it is supposed to be His Word that is feeding and nurturing us. However, in this world there are two fathers; the One that is in heaven, and the father of lies that is the present prince of this world. For most, they have spent the bigger part of their lives here on this earth, listening to, and following the father of lies.


Once one has accepted Jesus Christ as their Lord and savior, now they have to listen to His Word, and follow the example that He has set for them to follow. One is able to do this, by hearing the message delivered by and through Christ Jesus, allowing the Word to come into them (that is into our spirit being) and allowing it to become a way of life, established by and through His Word. He will lead us and guide us into the pastures that are full of His truth. As one becomes established in His truth, the living waters will flow, for there is no fear or torment in Him and His love.


Faith or fear; these are the two choices that face you here on this earth. The father of lies presents you with words of fear, and you have the choice to accept or reject them. These words of fear will eventually bring about death if one chooses to listen to them. God’s Word presents the message of faith, with eternal life as the reward, to those who choose to hear and obey Him.

John 10:27-28 My sheep hear my voice, and I know them, and they follow me: And I give unto them eternal life; and they shall never perish, neither shall any man pluck them out of my hand. (KJV)


As long as one listens to, and follows the good Shepherd, they will be able to maintain their walk on that strait and narrow path that leads to Father’s house.
