In the modern world of technological marvels, innovations and inventions, man is constantly coming up with many new ideas. (Proverbs 8:12). And in this present world that is so fast paced, man has gotten to the place where he is able to advertise these products worldwide, or country wide, depending on the scope of the product being presented. Philippians 4:19 But my God shall supply all your need according to his riches in glory by Christ Jesus. (KJV)

Have you ever noticed, how that when Paul addresses the people, he states that it is “his God”? Paul knew God and knew Him intimately by and through Jesus Christ.
