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Everyone Likes a Good Mystery!

Part 12

One has to have an understanding of the preaching of Jesus Christ, according to the revelation of the mystery, to understand how Jesus of Nazareth was made of the seed of David, according to the flesh; for unto us a child was born (Jesus of Nazareth) <Isaiah 9:6>. Declared the Son of God with power; or, how God anointed Jesus of Nazareth with the Holy Ghost (anointed from the moment of conception by the Holy Spirit), and with power (Christ the power and wisdom of God), <Acts 10:38, 1Corinthians 1:24>. For unto us a Son is given, Christ the Son of the living God. If one sees Jesus of Nazareth as more than a man, then what hope is there for you or me? There would be no hope, nor possibility of us doing that which Father asks of us. (If any man hath not the Spirit of Christ, he is none of His!)

Ephesians 2:15 Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even the law of commandments contained in ordinances; for to make in himself of twain (two) one new man, so making peace; (KJV)

We often times forget that Jesus Christ of Nazareth was the first born from the dead (Colossians 1:18), the firstborn of many brethren (Romans 8:29), the firstborn of every creature (Colossians 1:15), which brings about the church of the firstborn (Hebrews 12:23). All of this happened and came about, because Jesus of Nazareth always listened to and obeyed the Spirit of Christ within Him. One has to comprehend and realize all that the scripture says clearly, and not what we hope it might say, or that which others have told us they think that it says.


Jesus of Nazareth was tempted in every manner as we are, and yet sinned not (Hebrews 4:15). The thing that most forget, or are not aware of is, that God cannot be tempted (James 1:13-16). If God cannot be tempted, how could Jesus of Nazareth been tempted if he was indeed the Son of God? Which then shows us that He was the son of man, the child born. However, He had within Him the Spirit of Christ from the moment of conception. During His life though tempted, He always listened to and obeyed the Spirit of Christ within Him and set the path that we too could follow once we are born again (if we hear and obey the Word of God). However, one must choose to be led by the Spirit, rather than the flesh. Thus, once He rose from the dead, and presented the keys of hell and death to Father, and the sacrifice was accepted, it now made a way available to you and me, to also follow. (Or as Paul said so eloquently, be followers of me, as I am of Christ!)


Just as Paul left all fleshly and earthly ties, when he allowed himself to be separated from his mother’s womb by God (Galatians 1:15), (Ephesians 5:30-32), it was then that he was joined to Christ, just as we are able to do, and to follow that same path. Paul left and abandoned all fleshly ties; (Philippians 3:7-9) yet most try to maintain their fleshly ties, as well as walk with God at the same time. This will always cause a divided house, with a deadly outcome.


When you were born again, did you relinquish all fleshly ties? Or are you as most, who try to hang onto God with one hand, and the world with the other? One must walk in the Spirit in order for God to reveal Himself to them. He can only be revealed in us, as we are able to see our need for salvation (working out one’s own salvation with fear and trembling, and not conferring with flesh and blood) and accept God’s terms for becoming that new creation in Christ. The old fleshly ties that tugged and pulled us away from God, are done away with, as we allow God to reveal Himself to you and in you, the believer. A mystery, because it could not be revealed until the fullness of time was come, (Galatians 4:4-5), and the fullness of the redemption act had been completed (2Corinthians 5:19-21). (Do you really think the devil would have had Jesus Christ of Nazareth put to death, if he would have understood God’s plan of salvation?) Once the redemption act and sacrifice were completed, then and only then, could the Spirit of truth be sent, to lead us and guide us into all truth, so that the eyes of our understanding could be enlightened.

(1Peter 1:10-12). One needs to search the scriptures, to see and observe the time and the manner in which Christ should come, or in other words, be manifest in the flesh of Jesus of Nazareth; the child born, born of a virgin (Isaiah 9:6, Isaiah 7:14). And then, to live a life in total obedience to Father’s Word. The culmination of His life would be the death at the cross and the grave, and then rising victoriously.

Romans 16:25 which was kept secret since the world began, (KJV)

The entire plan of God’s salvation was hidden within the Old Testament and is now able to be revealed by the Spirit of truth. However, one has to be willing and obedient to follow the guide. They have to place their life and trust in the ability of this guide if they truly want to arrive at the proper destination. (1Corinthians 1:7-10). 

Romans 16:26, But now is made manifest, and by the scriptures of the prophets, according to the commandment of the everlasting God, made known to all nations for the obedience of faith: (KJV)

It is rendered apparent for those that will seek God with all of their heart and being (Isaiah 55:6, Proverbs 8:17, Matthew 6:33-34). It is not the wisdom of this world, that will render apparent God’s plan of redemption.

1Corinthians 2:4-7 And my language and the Message that I proclaimed were not adorned with persuasive words of earthly wisdom, but depended upon truths which the Spirit taught and mightily carried home; 5 so that your trust might rest not on the wisdom of man but on the power of God. 6 Yet when we are among mature believers we do speak words of wisdom; a wisdom not belonging, however, to the present age nor to the leaders of the present age who are soon to pass away. 7 But in dealing with truths hitherto kept secret we speak of God's wisdom--that hidden wisdom which, before the world began, God pre-destined, so that it should result in glory to us; (Weymouth translation)


God’s predetermined plan of salvation, that was set into place before the world began. His plan was set and would be unfolded or revealed in its’ appropriate time. His plan is by faith, by which we are to believe and operate by and in, to be a part of God’s plan, as well as His family. Without faith, it is impossible to please Him. Whatever is not of faith, is sin. It is by grace, God’s unmerited favor, that we are saved through faith; our ability to trust God and His Word.

Galatians 1:12 For I neither received it of man, neither was I taught it, but by the revelation of Jesus Christ. (KJV).

The moment we are born again, we receive the Holy Spirit of promise. Yet most do not have any proper idea of what to do with it. It is the gospel message that is revealed to us by the Holy Spirit, that will bring deliverance, safety, rescue, and health to all those willing to be led and instructed by the Holy Spirit. This message is revealed and opened to us by His Holy Spirit, as we allow Him to guide us and teach us through the Word of God. It is when one follows the guide, that they are enabled to see and observe, all that is hidden in and along the strait and narrow path. The guide will point out things that everyone else would miss and walk right by. 

This mystery was kept secret since the world began, but now is made manifest by the scriptures of the prophets. It is the same Holy Spirit which led the prophets to scribe what they did concerning God's plan for salvation. It is this Holy Spirit that will guide us in and through all that has been hidden in the Word. It is now made manifest! Just as plainly as it was to Simeon, when the child Jesus was brought into the temple, yet he saw the Lord’s Christ. Simeon plainly stated that he had seen the Lord’s salvation. Why was it that only he and Anna observed this?

Many assume that all of a sudden Paul had all of this working knowledge of the Word.  Paul spent much time meditating in and on the Word of God. (We forget that Paul did not have the New Testament to read and study. He was listening to Father on what to scribe). As Paul searched the Word to find that which was hidden, it was revealed to him by the Holy Spirit. When is the last time that you seriously sat down with Father, and sincerely asked Him to reveal (uncover, make plain) to you, by His Holy Spirit, the deep things that are hidden in His Word?

It amazes me, that in over 27 years of serving God, I have not heard another minister teach or instruct on the mystery of the gospel. (Any wonder why there were only 8 aboard the ark?) Most preachers have gimmicks, tricks, and wayward ideas that are used to build up monuments to themselves. They get the people to have faith in them, rather than pointing the people to Father through Jesus Christ. They fail to teach the people to have that deep and intimate relationship with Father.

Unless one begins to obtain a full and complete understanding of who they are in Christ, how can one ever expect to know what rights and authority that they have in the Word? Most people have faith in what someone else has told them, that which they think the Word of God says. Few know, or have been taught, by the Holy Spirit! Since Father is no respecter of persons; and if Father taught Paul by His Holy Spirit, then He has to do the same for anyone (including you). Who will diligently seek Him this day?

Over 20 times within the gospels and epistles the word mystery (secret will of God) is used and mentioned. Yet, very few people that I know have any idea or clue as to what the mystery of the gospel is. How about you?
