Monday:


Today, are you telling God that your life is filled with impossibilities?
Philippians 4:13 I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me. KJV

Tuesday:


One is quick to tell Him that they love Him, yet are they abiding in Him?
John 15:10 If ye keep my commandments, ye shall abide in my love; even as I have kept my Father's commandments, and abide in his love. KJV

Wednesday:


His commandments are an authoritative prescription for spiritual and physical well-being!
3 John 2 Beloved, I wish above all things that thou mayest prosper and be in health, even as thy soul prospereth. KJV

Thursday:


Even the pills a person has, will not be of any value or assistance, if one does not use them in full compliance with the instructions given for them.
Deuteronomy 28:1-2 And it shall come to pass, if thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice of the LORD thy God, to observe and to do all his commandments which I command thee this day, that the LORD thy God will set thee on high above all nations of the earth: 2 And all these blessings shall come on thee, and overtake thee, if thou shalt hearken unto the voice of the LORD thy God. Friday:


Are you walking as He walked?
1 John 2:6 He that saith he abideth in him ought himself also so to walk, even as he walked. KJV
