Monday:


Reverence God! Easy for one to mouth the words, but quite another thing to live it.
John 14:15 If ye love me, keep my commandments. KJV

Tuesday:


To keep His commandments, one has to know Him, and His voice.
John 10:4 And when he putteth forth his own sheep, he goeth before them, and the sheep follow him: for they know his voice. KJV

Wednesday:


We say we hear God, but then, does one obey that which they hear?
Romans 10:17 And this proves that faith comes from a Message heard, and that the Message comes through its having been spoken by Christ. (Weymouth translation)

Thursday:


Setting aside all doubtful disputations, is to trust Him, and His Word!
James 1:25 But he who looks closely into the perfect Law--the Law of freedom-and continues looking, he, being not a hearer who forgets, but an obedient doer, will as the result of his obedience be blessed. (Weymouth translation)

Friday:


Coming to Him as a child in trust and confidence, ready and willing to learn from Him.
Matthew 18:3 And said, Verily I say unto you, Except ye be converted, and become as little children, ye shall not enter into the kingdom of heaven. KJV

Saturday:


Are you really following Him, or some man's opinions and ideas?
Colossians 2:8 Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and vain deceit, after the tradition of men, after the rudiments of the world, and not after Christ. KJV
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
