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Sunday:

When faced with problems our questions, do you seek God first, or lean to your own understanding?

Proverbs 3:5-6 Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and lean not unto thine own understanding. 6 In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he shall direct thy paths. KJV

Monday:

Since we all have a fleshly body, we have to contend with, how often do you try to find your own solutions, rather than seeking God’s counsel?

Matthew 6:33 But seek ye first the kingdom of God, and his righteousness; and all these things shall be added unto you. KJV

Tuesday:

It is in Christ that one becomes the new creation. Yet are you trying to do it without Him?
Philippians 4:13 I can do all things through Christ which strengtheneth me. KJV

Wednesday:

Earlier in the week, we saw that we are to acknowledge Him in all of our ways, and then our path will be directed. What would happen if you were missing part of the map?

John 15:5 I am the vine, ye are the branches: He that abideth in me, and I in him, the same bringeth forth much fruit: for without me ye can do nothing. KJV

Thursday:

How does one overcome the flesh?

1 John 5:5 Who is he that overcometh the world, but he that believeth that Jesus is the Son of God? KJV

Friday:

If a doctor tells you to take a medicine, do you follow all of the instructions, or only till you see the results you want or expect?

Psalms 25:4-5 Shew me thy ways, O LORD; teach me thy paths. 5 Lead me in thy truth, and teach me: for thou art the God of my salvation; on thee do I wait all the day. KJV

Saturday:

Have you used all that God has made available to you?

Ephesians 6:11 Put on the whole armour of God, that ye may be able to stand against the wiles of the devil. KJV
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
